Well Water:

Jay Larson discussed funding on a deep well project.  He also suggested talking to area ranchers within a three mile radius to see if they would be interested in getting water from us. Inghram made motion, seconded by Sheridan to go ahead with a deep well project. All yes votes. Motion carried.

Sale Barn Strom Water project:

Dave Lutz met with Faith Livestock and the City utilities committee earlier this evening and Lutz recommends the City coming up with a rate charge for Faith Livestock to dump into the lagoon. Lutz will check on the rates at the Ft. Pierre sale barn and get back to the council.
Use of Gym for a fund raiser:

Melodee Inghram came before the council to ask to have the use of the gym donated for a fund raiser for Trinity Wood. She would like to have it somewhere between the 14th and 20th of April. There would be an auction and having a game show such as “Deal or No Deal”. Melodee will be asking the Jr. Class if they would like to do concessions. Afdahl made motion, seconded by Merriman to approve donating the use of the gym for the fund raiser with Melodee putting down the mats and cleaning up afterwards. Motion carried.
Surveillance System-Exhibit Area:

Ron Frame, Executive Chamber & Community Development Director, presented two quotes for surveillance cameras.

Afdahl made motion, seconded by Sheridan to purchase the surveillance system from Radio Shack for $2400 for four cameras and buying two additional cameras at $95.00 each. Motion carried.
Discussion was held on putting plexi glass or safety glass on the display cases. It was decided to have Ron get quotes on just the safety glass as the plexiglass will scratch easier. 
There was some concern on insurance on items donated or loaned to the museum. According to the SD Historical Society policy that those donated or loaned items should be covered by homeowners’ policies. That releases liability from the City. Ron will draft a loan and donation policy.

Memberships to Black Hills Badlands and Lakes, Glacier Lake, Great Lakes & Prairies:

Ron Frame put together information on a staggered package on four tourism associations. The advantage of going with all four is they already have web sites available; they could set up a link for us, and advertise in their particular regions. We would start with the Black Hills Badlands & Lakes and Great Lakes of South Dakota memberships for $900.00 and join the other two later in the year. Sheridan made motion, seconded by Afdahl to accept the memberships. Motion carried.
Ron Frames’ Report:
Ron has submitted federal grants for $150,000 for marketing of the “Sue Project”, he is getting things ready for setting up a gift shop. He would like to develop a committee to assess what we have, what should be there, what shouldn’t be there, and categorize everything. Dinosaur cookies were made and decorated by individuals from the community and were taken to Pierre for Legislature Day.
Computer:

Selby made motion, seconded by Afdahl to purchase a laptop computer for Ron Frame’s use. Motion carried.

Grant Workshop for Firefighter Grants:

The Faith Volunteer Fire Department has a grant coming up in April and a grant workshop coming up in mid March at Pierre that they would like Ron Frame to attend. They would pay half the cost for the grant workshop. Sheridan made motion, seconded by Selby to send Ron Frame to the grant workshop. Motion carried.
Trade Show for Janitor March 20th:
Afdahl made motion, seconded by Inghram not to send the janitor to the trade show in March. Motion carried.
Meeting Room Charge:
Tabled until next meeting.
