Murray made motion, seconded by Selby to approve the agenda.  Motion carried.

Inghram made motion, seconded by Murray to approve the minutes from the June 15, 2004 meeting with the following addition:  “Stocklin returned”under executive session – personnel.  Motion carried.

Murray made motion, seconded by Clark to approve all claims as presented with the exception of Architectural Concepts for $10,440.00.  Motion carried.

Visitors:

Tim Hammel informed that the Fairgrounds Committee met almost two weeks ago.  The Stock Show and Rodeo would be charged $1,400.00 for the 5 days to obtain liquor liability insurance, but if the firemen were to sponsor it the cost would be only $990.00.  They are looking into other quotes as well.  The walkway needs repaired at a cost of at most $1,600.00.  The committee will be getting together again to discuss a lease.  A report will be at the next meeting.

Mike Fisher inquired about the redesign of the public safety building by cutting the doors on the east side.  Mayor Haines informed that the plans have been changed and the doors have been cut out as well as the concrete apron to service those doors.

Possible Nuisance Properties:

Paul Passolt:

Mr. Passolt came before the board and expressed that he does not feel that his house is a nuisance.  He explained that the property is kept up, the roof is in good condition, and it has all of its windows and doors intact; however no one is living in it.  He also admitted that the paint is fading.  Mr. Passolt would like an exception since the only problem is that the house has been vacant for longer than six months.  

Mayor Haines explained that the ordinance might need to be reworded.  Murray agreed by citing the section referring to buildings that are not used for the purpose they are originally erected for.

Stocklin made motion, seconded by Selby to remove Mr. Passolt’s building from the nuisance list so long as it is painted.  Motion carried.

Josh Mackaben:

Mr. Mackaben explained that he is using his building as storage and plans to tear it down in a year.  Inghram would like to see it painted if it is not being torn down right away.  Stocklin would like to see the steps removed.  Inghram made motion, seconded by Walker to remove Mr. Mackaben’s building from the nuisance list so long as it is painted and cleaned up.  Motion carried.

Doron and Sarah Shaff:

Mr. Shaff asked the Council about a solution to his vehicle parked on the north side of his lot.  He has licensed it.  Mr. Bogue explained that licensing is not a requirement of the ordinance, but how long the vehicle sits in one spot is one.  Mr. Shaff asked about tarping it to keep it covered.  Stocklin believes covering it would take care of the problem.  Inghram agreed.  Stocklin made motion, seconded by Murray to have the car removed from the nuisance list so long as it is covered.  Motion carried.

Mary Kay Sandal:

Walker explained that he has visited with Sandal’s and they would be glad to paint the building.  He explained that they do hire someone to keep the yard mowed and clean.  Walker made motion, seconded by Stocklin to approve removing the building from the nuisance list so long as it is painted.  Motion carried.

Ann Varland:

Ms. Varland explained to the Council that she is trying to get rid of items in her building and she has had several loads hauled out to the landfill on July 3rd.  She informed that she has an antique tin inside the building that she is looking to get evaluated and perhaps sell on ebay.  She has asked Mr. Norberg to look at the tin, but he has been unable to do that as of yet.  She explained to the Council that she knows the building cannot stay, but would like a time extension of one year to get rid of items and arrange the building to be tore down.  Stocklin is in favor of giving a time extension as long as she continues to remove things from the building.  Mayor Haines believes a year extension would be fair.  Stocklin made motion, seconded by Inghram to give a year extension to tear down the building until July 6, 2005 so long as there is a continued effort to get rid of items inside the building.  Motion carried.

 Gladys Peterson:

Ms. Peterson explained that her building is used for storage.  She admitted that it may need to be painted, but it has been fixed up inside.  Stocklin informed that he is concerned about a hole under the house where animals are living.  He explained that he has had to shoot 5 or 6 skunks around the house.  He suggested taking care of the hole by pouring concrete in it.  Murray agreed that the skunk problem should be addressed.  Stocklin made motion, seconded by Clark to approve taking Gladys Peterson’s building off the nuisance list as long as the house is painted and the hole is filled.  Motion carried.


Walter Fees:

Stocklin relayed that Mr. Fees would like to know what the Council would like done on his property.  He has turned the barrels upside-down and is fixing the buildings on the lot.  The main concern is the shed.  Stocklin made motion, seconded by  Inghram to approve taking Walter Fee’s property off the nuisance list as long as the buildings are painted and roofed.  Motion carried.  

Inghram suggested that Jones’ house be condemned since no one is moving anything.  There are tires, garbage cans, barrels, and a boat that could hold standing water.  Mayor Haines informed that Josh Mackaben is now certified to apply the mosquito larvacide.  

DENR Grant:

Ayres presented cost estimates for the sewer and water connections for the nine mobile units that the school may need to bring in for this school year.  The estimate was obtained with the help of Donn Dupper and total cost would be about $6,800.00.  Ayres informed that there is a grant through DENR that could pay for up to 70% of this cost with the City using labor as match.  Discussion was held on the fact that the City’s sewer rates are not where DENR requires them, but the City could be granted a waiver.  The deadline for the grant is July 9th.  Walker made motion, seconded by Murray to approve submitting an grant application to DENR for the sewer and water hook ups.  Inghram – no.  Motion carried.

Wages for Mowing:

Since the lifeguards had virtually no hours due to weather, Mr. Dupper had them mow the cemetery, community center, and other city properties.  Mayor Haines would have like them to trim as well.  A wage needs to be approved to pay them for mowing.  Murray made motion, seconded by Inghram to approve paying $5.50 per hour to Alanna Chapman, Lance Hildebrandt, Ryan Palmer, and Amanda Dutton for mowing.  Motion carried.

Executive Session – Personnel and Possible Litigation:

Walker made motion, seconded by Murray to retire to executive session at 8:05 P.M.  Motion carried.

Stocklin made motion, seconded by Clark to return to regular session at 9:05 P.M.  Motion carried.

Other Business (No Action):

Mayor Haines relayed that Josh Mackaben will be setting the mosquito trap tomorrow and looking at place to larvacide.  Meade County will let the City of Faith use the fogger for a fee.  He also explained that the fish have been dying in Durkee Lake due to the shallow depth and high spring winds.

Mayor Haines informed that the 12 foot doors on the west side of the public safety building have been eliminated from the design.  Also, cement work has been eliminated and the Police Department is now on the East Side.  This is an effort to save money.

Mayor Haines informed that A-1 Roofing, the company who roofed the old municipal building, has been contacted on the water leak.  Mr. Dupper and Mayor Haines will look at it tomorrow to see where the water is coming from.  Murray relayed that the offices should be cleaned up.

Inghram informed that some graves on the West side of the cemetery have sunk in due to the hard rain.  Mr. Dupper will take some dirt out to cover them.  Mayor Haines explained that the conservation service has some left over trees and expects to have them planted at the cemetery.

Stocklin made motion, seconded by Inghram to adjourn.  Motion carried.
