7:30 Public Progress Hearing on CDBG Grant:

Debbie Brown stated we have received the $209,000 CDBG Grant for the Public Safety Building with no problems.  No comments were made.

Dean Wink – County Commissioner:

Dean Wink on behalf of Meade County addressed the issue of renting the mosquito sprayer.  The City had thought that we were told when the County had received the grant for the sprayer that the City was going to be able to use their sprayer without a fee.  Wink explained that other parts of the county like City of Sturgis, Black Hawk, Box Elder and Summerville were not getting to use it for nothing.  They charge a minimal fee of $50 each use. The City will have to look into getting their own with a grant hopefully next year.  Debbie Brown had talked with Lisa at the Meade County Auditors office about possibly the City tearing down a house that the County had acquired because of back taxes and the City sell that property to put it back on the tax roles as had been done with a different property in town in the past.  Wink advised that the County would first try to sell the property as is, there has been some interest in it.  Wink informed the Council that in the County budget they have allocated $4,000 to the Library and $7,000 to the Senior Citizen’s for a new roof.  They also subsidized the ASCS Office for some salaries.  Council thanked Wink for the update.

Added Library Salaries:

The minutes of the Library Board had stated in their September 14, 2005 meeting salaries for Linda Olson and Angela Ostrander.  There was a misunderstanding on if Linda’s wage was for January or as of September 1, 2005.  It was supposed to be September 1, 2005.  Inghram made motion, seconded by Clark to approve Linda Olson’s new wage as of September 1, 2005 to be $7.75.  Motion carried.
Gift and Donation Agreement between Faith Historical Society and City of Faith:

Walker made motion, seconded by Murray to approve the revised Gift and Donation Agreement between Faith Historical Society and City of Faith.  Motion carried.

Election School:

Selby made motion, seconded by Inghram to send two people to the Election School in Rapid City November 4, 2005 paying mileage.  Motion carried.

Selby made motion, seconded by Inghram to adjourn.  Motion carried.
