Gordon Collins turned in an appeal form for Parcel No. 02.50.06.061 on S30’ of E 90’ of Lot 4, E 90’ Lots 5&6, Block 6.  Collins is appealing the structure value.  The building was torn down in May, 2004 and should have a structure value of $0.00.  Murray made motion, seconded by Clark to change the structure value to $0.00.  Motion carried.

Annabelle Varland turned in an appeal form for Parcel No.02.50.10.04 on Lots 4, 5, Block 10 and Parcel No. 02.50.10.03 on Lot 3, Block 10.  Varland is appealing the structure value.  The building was torn down in 2005 and should have a structure value of $0.00.  Inghram made motion, seconded by Clark to change the structure value to $0.00.  Motion carried.

Gary Hansen turned in an appeal form for Parcel No.02.50.26.01 on Lot 1, Block 27.  Hansen is appealing the land value of $1,500.00.  Meade County Director of Equalization Office stated in a fax that the land value has been the same since 1991 and there might be some confusion with equalized value and assessed value.  Murray made motion, seconded by Clark to leave the land value at $1,500.00.  Motion carried.
Gary Hansen turned in an appeal form for Parcel No. 02.50.26.06 on S 25’ of Lot 6, Block 26.  Hansen is appealing the change in structure value of $20,898.00 since he did not get his project on his building permit completed and was wondering why there was a .054% increase.  Meade County Director of Equalization Office stated in a fax that they had physically inspected the lot after getting the building permit and found a partially covered patio in the rear that wasn’t assessed so they added $1350.  The increase is based on the factor given to the Director of Equalization from the Department of Revenue.  Murray made motion, seconded by Clark to leave the structure value of $20,898.00 since the Meade County Director of Equalization had physically assessed the property and if Gary Hansen wants to take it further he will have to go before the Meade County Board of Equalization.  Motion carried.
Selby made motion, seconded by Murray to adjourn.  Motion carried. 
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
