The March revenues were $207,432.17 and the March expenditures were $247,667.71.

OTHER MATTERS DISCUSSED:

Visitors:

Dean Wink inquired about the City of Faith’s plan regarding mosquito control.  Currently, the City does not have an official plan.  He informed that the County is going to buy a mister with a 50/50 grant through the state and said that the City could lease it from the County if needed.  The County is preparing for the West Nile season and Mr. Wink relayed some warning signs and statistics he had learned from a seminar in Pierre.

Mr. Wink also inquired about a 911 charge that the City has charged the County.  Currently, the County collects seventy-five cents per line per month, but under tariffed rates, the City of Faith is charging the County more than it is collecting for the 911 circuits.  Mr. Wink asked if the Council would consider charging the County an amount equal to the amount they collect per month.  Mayor Haines and the Council confirmed that they are in favor of this decision, but in order to officially address the issue, the topic will need to be on the next agenda.

Bill Hibner asked the Council about the possibility of allowing him to connect to the City water system even though he is outside City Limits.  He relayed that this would be a back up to his well.  Mayor Haines referred the issue to the Utilities Committee.

Building Project Update:

Scott Norberg from Architectural Concepts had sent up two site plans for the Council to review.  Site Plan A would have the East end of the building aligning with the Ice House and continuing to the West.  Site Plan B would flip this plan and the West end would align with the Ice House and the building would continue East.  Mayor Haines believes that Site Plan A is more favorable cost wise with a greater amount of dirt work and sewer line needed for Site Plan B.  Mr. Dupper inquired about a septic tank with a drain field if tapping into the City sewer line was difficult.  Council would like to see the building connected to the City sewer system.  Walker believes that Mr. Norberg presented Site Plan B for future planning if the land was utilized for a new school.  Mayor Haines explained that this project need not vary from the estimated cost of $810,000 and if the school wants to use this land, they need to rearrange their plan to fit the area.  Inghram made motion, seconded by Stocklin to accept Site Plan A for the project.  Motion carried.

Mayor Haines informed that Mr. Norberg will be up to review the punch list.  Tiles and doors need to be replaced or checked and there were three leaks during the hard rain.  The City is still holding bonds on the project until punch list items are completed.  

Inghram would like to see more fill on the North side of the building to obtain a more gradual slope for parking.

Ambulance Personnel:

Mayor Haines informed that John Hansen did not accept the offer.  He had taken another job offer.  Walker would like to see the position readvertised.  Ayres will arrange the readvertisement of the position.

Bar Applications:

There were three applications submitted for the bartender positions.  Mayor Haines would like the Liquor Committee to interview the applicants within the week and give them the authority to hire.  Part-time help would aid in training the new employees.  Inghram would like the Council to consider another alternative, leasing the bar out. 

After much discussion, Stocklin made motion, seconded by Harper to authorize the Liquor Committee to interview and hire new bartenders.  Inghram – no.  Motion carried.

Temporary On-Sale Liquor License:

Murray made motion, seconded by Walker to approve issuing a temporary on-sale liquor license for the Community Center as allowed by SDCL 35-4-14.2 for April 22, 2004.  Motion carried.

Janitorial Services:

Council reviewed a letter by Chris Haskell regarding cleaning the community center after games.  The letter suggested dividing the concessions and clean up between classes.  Council would like to see an arrangement where whoever is serving concessions clean up the trash generated by what they sell.  The janitor would clean the rest.  Mayor Haines explained that if this is the way the Council wants to approach the situation, he will take this back to the school board.

Murray also suggested that the City look into how cleaning supplies are ordered.  While doing inventory in the bar, he explained that there is a lot of money tied up in cleaning supplies than is necessary.  He believes there is a more cost-effective solution to ordering cleaning supplies and the janitorial services as a whole.

City Haying:

Walker made motion, seconded by Inghram to take sealed bids for City Haying at the June 1, 2004 meeting.  Motion carried.

Finance Report:

Ayres presented a report on cash balances for a two-year period and expenses relating to the Community Center and Public Safety Building Projects.  A year ago cash balances totaled $890,985.73 whereas at the end of March this year they totaled $403,472.09.  Ayres relayed that the drop in cash balance is not just attributed to the Community Center Project, but also to the street project, DSL project, and Public Safety Building project.  There were many significant projects undertook by the City in a span of one year.  He expressed concern about cash readily available for paying claims.  Currently, there is between $30,000 - $40,000 available whereas there is normally $100,000 readily available to pay claim.  Ayres suggested cashing a CD in the coming month to provide cash-on-hand for the Public Safety Building project.  This will be discussed further at another meeting.

Ayres also presented an analysis on Lone Tree Bar profits compared to last year.  Liquor sales including operating agreements were up $13,929.38 for the first quarter compared to last year and profits were up $8,861.98.     

Arrears List:


Council reviewed the arrears list.

Committee Reports:


Library:  Varland informed that the preschool graduation will be the 12th of May with nine graduates.  The Scholastic Book Fair was April 5th-9th.  Dorothy Enos will be teaching library school on Tuesdays and Thursdays from June 1st to July 8th for preschool to 3rd graders.  


Ambulance:  Stocklin informed that the Ambulance Committee met with some Meade County officials and the Enning Ambulance crew about creating ambulance districts.  Discussion at the meeting was how to structure a district and whether it be 2 districts, one Faith, one Enning, or combined into one big district.  The County will be providing funding for Enning for a new ambulance chassis as incentive to create an ambulance district and will do the same for Faith next year.  The next meeting for discussion on creating districts is May 13th in Enning.

Other Business:


Mayor Haines would like to see sealed bids taken on the Hough loader and John Deere motor and gather the rest of the surplus property for a community auction.  Stocklin made motion, seconded by Inghram to take sealed bids on the loader and motor at the May 18th meeting at 7:30 P.M.  Motion carried.


Council will be discussion nuisance properties at the next meeting.

Varland made motion, seconded by Inghram to adjourn.  Motion carried.
