One application was turned in for the position.  The ambulance committee met and discussed the situation and decided to keep advertising and in three months revisit the situation and check into a full time position.  The wage scale the committee came up with was $1600 for EMT, $1800 for EMT I, $2000 for EMT I 99.  Sheridan made a motion, seconded by Becker to hire the one applicant (Kris Escott) at this time per filed job description and accept the ambulance committee’s recommendations.  Motion carried.
Approve 1997 Taurus:

Afdahl made a motion, seconded by Becker to approve the purchase of the 1997 Taurus purchased from SD Federal Surplus Property for traveling to meetings.  Motion carried.

A cart for janitor and rugs:

Maxwell made a motion, seconded by Afdahl to approve the janitor cart at $228.00 from Hillyard.  Motion carried.
Afdahl made a motion, seconded by Maxwell to approve the cart at $50.95 from Faith Lumber for rugs.  Motion carried.

Bar Stools and update on Bar Floor:

Afdahl made a motion, seconded by Sheridan to purchase 30 bar stools with backs and 10 bar stools without backs.  Motion carried.

Since the lottery machines are not going in the far back storage room, the Council was asked if they still wanted to do that floor.  Council agreed to stay with the doing all the floors in the bar.

Sheridan made a motion, seconded by Afdahl to approve the letter that Ron Frame had drafted to send into Oahe Foundation on the endowment letter.  Motion carried.

Fairgrounds bathrooms:

Donn Dupper had discussed with a couple of plumbers the situation with the fairgrounds bathroom.  They felt that if you put in a larger water line to the bathrooms, the problem of flushing will not be cured unless commercial toilets are installed.  A residential toilet takes 45 seconds to refill and a commercial toilet takes about 3 seconds.  B & C Plumbing & Heating, Inc. sent a quote in of $2998.80 installed with copper fittings.  Jim Selby Jr. asked if maybe plastic fittings were used if it would lower the quote.  Donn Dupper will get another quote with plastic fittings.
Use of Gym and Concession:
Shawn Peterson asked the council if she would be able to use the gym for a fund raiser for the Takini basketball girls to go NABI(Native American Basketball Invitational) Tournament in July in Arizona.  After much discussion, Afdahl made a motion, seconded by Becker to approve the use of the gym and concession stand to Takini basketball girls .  Four yes votes.  Inghram – no.  Motion carried.

Fire Department – Well:

Fred Hulm presented to the council a proposal that Leroy Gregory, a well driller had given to the Fire Department.  Gregory would drill the well and provide the casing and pit less adapter and assist in hooking this up to the Fire Department free of charge as long as he can use the well water when he is in the area.  The Fire Department will purchase a storage tank that will be stored inside the firehall and the well would be on emergency generator and will have a float switch to shut off when full.  Northwest Pipe Fittings, Inc. would donate a submersible pump, control box and pipe to be dropped in the well.  The only cost to the City would be trenching from well inside the building and assist in hooking things up.  The Fire Department would like the permission of the City to drill the well on City property.  This well would be for fire primarily, but if it would be a good well, it may be possible to help water the Softball Complex.  Afdahl made a motion, seconded by Maxwell to allow the Fire Department to drill the well on City property and have the City guys trench and assist in installing.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.
The Fire Department would also like permission to burn at the lake and have Donn Dupper scratch a blade line.  Afdahl made a motion, seconded by Becker to allow the Fire Department burn at the lake and Dupper to scratch a blade line.  Motion carried.
Executive Session – Personnel:

Maxwell made a motion, seconded by Sheridan to retire to executive session to discuss personnel at 5:30 PM.  Motion carried.


Mayor Haines declared the council out of executive session at 6:50 PM.

Committee Reports:

Sheridan reported on Public Safety.  The new siren is set off from the dispatch in Sturgis and they are setting it off at 2:00 AM.  Arlen is trying to get this resolved.  LMO is donating money to the ambulance crew for equipment.  The ambulance crew is changing their monthly meetings to Sunday evening and having a potluck afterwards to maybe get more to come to the meetings.
Becker reported on the shooting complex at the lake.  Randy Thomas is helping him and they are looking at some funding from the State paying 75% and in kind labor can be used from the City to offset the 25%.


Afdahl reported that the pool committee has met.

Bullet proof vest grant has been submitted and a firefighter grant has been submitted.  A wellness program is part of that grant.

Afdahl made a motion, seconded by Becker to adjourn.  Motion carried.
