Inghram made motion, seconded by Walker to approve all claims as presented.  It was noted that a receipt for ambulance on the visa card had not been turned in yet.  The credit card resolution states that these receipts need to be turned into the finance office on the next business day.  Murray would like to see disciplinary action done for violators of this resolution such as a written warning.  Discussion was also held on the claim from T.J. & L. Co. regarding whether the toilets were serviced.  Inghram vote no.  Motion carried.

ORDINANCES & RESOLUTIONS:

Ordinance 274 – 2004 Budget Ordinance:

Inghram made motion, seconded by Harper to approve the first reading of Ordinance 274 entitled “2004 Appropriation Ordinance”.  Motion carried.

OTHER MATTERS DISCUSSED

Faith Stock Show & Rodeo:

Mayor Haines would like to see a committee set up between the Faith Stock Show & Rodeo and the City.  This committee would work with the City Attorney work out the liability insurance issues concerning both parties and Arlen Hulm.  Currently, the City carries insurance year round with Stock Show obtaining event insurance during the week of Stock Show.  Mayor Haines appointed Harper, Walker, and Inghram as part of the committee to work on the liability issue with the Faith Stock Show & Rodeo.  Varland relayed that the next Stock Show meeting is on September 18th.

Building Project Updates:

The Council recessed at 7:30 P.M. in order to tour the building site.

Mr. Norberg relayed that the wind has been the most challenging weather condition thus far.  The concrete slab in the gymnasium is being poured.  The week of September 16 the exterior concrete paving will be taking shape.  Only about three more Council meetings are to be held in the old building.  Mr. Norberg would like the Council to consider planning a building dedication or open house so the public can come see the finished building.  He explained that all comments he has heard from the public have been favorable.  Mr. Norberg discussed the scoreboards, bleachers, and tile in the gym.  Upon his inquiry, Council agreed to have an outlet stubbed in for motorized bleachers.  

Mr. Norberg has had a pay request of $23,500.00 from Albright Construction of the steel erection. Walker made motion, seconded by Inghram to approve the pay request.  Motion carried.  

Mayor Haines informed that Mr. Norberg, Ayres, and he went to the County Commissioner’s meeting and asked for a contribution to the Public Safety Building of $50,000.00.  The Commissioners would like more information as far as the service area of the fire department and reassurance that all grant opportunities had been explored before they make a decision.  Mr. Norberg explained that the County Commissioners have a great level of interest in the Public Safety Building project and want to make sure that all possible funding investigations have been made.

Gary Drewes – South Dakota Public Assurance Alliance:

Mr. Drewes explained the history, membership, and operations of the South Dakota Public Assurance Alliance liability pool.  The pool is made up of public entities including counties, cities, and school districts.  Currently, the City of Faith participates in the Worker’s Compensation pool.  The total quote is for $34,399.00 and either $2,750 or $2,500 for airport liability depending on the Council’s preference for coverage.  Council will address this quote and any others at the next meeting.

Faith Chamber of Commerce:

Ms. Ulrich has asked that Eric Bogue do some work for the Chamber regarding Sue the T-Rex.  They would like to sell postcards at various businesses with pictures of Sue on them.  Since, Eric Bogue works for the City, they asked if the City would agree to let Mr. Bogue do this work for them.  Discussion was held on who would pay for his time.  Walker made motion, seconded by Inghram to allow Mr. Bogue to do the work for the Chamber as long as the Chamber pays the bill.  Motion carried.  

Sports Complex:

Mr. Gustafson relayed that there is a grant opportunity for the Sports Complex in which the funds would need to be applied for by the City.  After visiting with Ayres, the Sports Complex would be willing to turn over its funds except for $500.00 to still remain active.  These funds would be kept in a restricted cash account and be used as a match for the grant.  The grant through the Land and Water Conservation Fund would match 100% of the dollars raised up to $50,000.00.  In general, Council was receptive to the idea.  Mr. Gustafson relayed that the Sports Complex does not have a specific dollar amount to transfer yet since there are still some outstanding invoices that need to be paid and some fundraisers that need to be concluded.  Council tabled a decision until the Sports Complex determines a dollar amount.

Part-Time Landfill Help:

Mayor Haines proposed hiring James Crockford at $8.00 per hour to work out at the Landfill on Saturdays.  Inghram made motion, seconded by Harper to approve hiring Mr. Crockford at $8.00 per hour retroactive to August 23, 2003.  Motion carried.

Addition to Police Policy and Procedures Manual:

Stocklin made motion, seconded by Murray to approve the Mobile Video Recording Equipment Policy for the Police Policy and Procedures Manual.  Walker – no.  He would like more time to review it.  Motion carried.

Walker made motion, seconded by Inghram to adjourn.  Motion carried.
