Murray made motion, seconded by Inghram to approve the second reading of Ordinance No. 282 Imposing a Municipal Sales and Service Tax and a Use Tax.  Motion carried.

                 ORDINANCE NO. 282

AN ORDINANCE IMPOSING A MUNICIPAL SALES AND SERVICE TAX AND A USE TAX FOR THE MUNICIPALITY OF FAITH, MEADE COUNTY, SOUTH DAKOTA.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE MUNICIPALITY OF FAITH, MEADE COUNTY, SOUTH DAKOTA.

Section 1.  PURPOSE.  The purpose of this ordinance is to provide additional needed revenue for the Municipality of Faith, Meade County, South Dakota, by imposing a municipal retail sales and use tax pursuant to the powers granted to the municipality by the State of South Dakota , by  SDCL 10-52 entitled Uniform Municipal Non-Ad Valorem Tax Law, and acts amendatory thereto.  

Section 2.  EFFECTIVE DATE AND ENACTMENT OF TAX.  From and after the first day of  January, 2006, there is hereby imposed as a municipal retail occupational sales and service tax upon the privilege of engaging in business a tax measured by 2% on the gross receipts of all persons engaged in business within the jurisdiction of the Municipality of Faith, Meade County, South Dakota, who are subject to the South Dakota Retail Occupational Sales and Service Tax, SDCL 10-45 and acts amendatory thereto.

Section 3.  USE TAX.  In addition there is hereby imposed an excise tax on the privilege of use, storage and consumption within the jurisdiction of the municipality of tangible personal property or services purchased from and after the first of January, 2006, at the same rate as the municipal sales and service tax upon all transactions or use, storage and consumption which are subject to the South Dakota Use Tax Act, SDCL 10-46, and acts amendatory thereto.

Section 4.  COLLECTION.  Such tax is levied pursuant to authorization granted by SDCL 10-52 and acts amendatory thereto, and shall be collected by the South Dakota Department of Revenue and Regulation in accordance with the same rules and regulations applicable to the State Sales Tax and under such additional rules and regulations as the Secretary of Revenue and Regulation of the State of South Dakota shall lawfully prescribe.

Section 5.  INTERPRETATION.  It is declared to be the intention of this ordinance and the taxes levied hereunder that the same shall be interpreted and construed in the same manner as all sections of the South Dakota Retail Occupational Sales and Service Act, SDCL 10-45 and acts amendatory thereto and the South Dakota Use Tax, SDCL 10-46 and acts amendatory hereto, and that this shall be considered a similar tax except for the rate thereof to that tax.

Section 6.  PENALTY.  Any person failing or refusing to make reports or payments prescribed by this ordinance and the rules and regulations relating to the ascertainment and collection of the tax herein levied shall be guilty of a misdemeanor and upon conviction shall be fined not more than $200 or imprisoned in the County Jail for thirty (30) days or both such fine and imprisonment.  In addition, all such collection remedies authorized by SDCL 10-45, and acts amendatory thereto, and SDCL 10-46, and acts amendatory thereto are hereby authorized for the collection of these excise taxes by the Department of Revenue and Regulation.

Section 7.  SEPARABILITY.  If any provision of this ordinance is declared unconstitutional or the application thereof to any person or circumstances held invalid the constitutionality of the remainder of the ordinance and applicability thereof to other persons or circumstances shall not be affected thereby.

OTHER MATTERS DISCUSSED:

7:30 Public Progress Hearing on CDBG Grant:

Debbie Brown stated we have received the $209,000 CDBG Grant for the Public Safety Building with no problems.  No comments were made.

Building Permit:

Randy Thomas submitted a building permit for an addition on Lot 5, Block 2 of Butler Addition.  Murray made motion, seconded by Walker to approve Randy Thomas’ building permit.  Motion carried.

Fall Clean Up:

Inghram suggested that maybe we could do a fall clean up like we do in the spring and advertise that the City will pick up anything at the curb as long as it can go to the landfill.  Council agreed we should try it next year.
Mileage Rate:

The mileage rate was discussed in the South Dakota Municipal League magazine as the IRS announced an increase in the mileage rate to 48.5 cents until the end of 2005.  Murray made motion, seconded by Selby to increase the mileage rate to 48.5 cents beginning October 18, 2005 until December 31, 2005.  Motion carried.

Health Insurance:

There were two quotes submitted to the City of Faith for Health Insurance.   DakotaCare’s quote was $3321.80 and Blue Cross Blue Shield’s quote was $3466.19.  Similar benefits were with both companies, but Blue Cross Blue Shield had a better office co-pay and a better co-insurance. After much discussion Murray made motion, seconded by Inghram to accept Blue Cross Blue Shield from Butler Insurance.  Sheridan abstained.  Motion carried.
Liquor Store:

The Liquor Committee met and would like to advertise for a part-time Liquor Store Manager.  Murray made motion, seconded by Inghram to advertise for a part-time Liquor Store Manager.  Motion carried.
Airport Project:


Dave Lutz updated the council on the Airport Lighting Project.

Executive Session – Personnel:

Inghram made motion, seconded by Murray to retire to executive session at 8:20 PM.  Motion carried.


Mayor Haines declared the council out of executive session at 8:40 PM.
Hiring Foreman:

Inghram made motion to hire Donn Dupper as part time Foreman at $20.90 an hour plus holidays.  Motion died due to lack of second.  Murray made motion, seconded by Walker to hire Donn Dupper as part time Foreman at $20.90 with time and a half on a Holiday if needed.   All yes votes.  Motion carried. Donn Dupper was asked to start effective immediately, there were no objections.
