The April revenues were $138,525.53 and the April expenditures were $142,799.73.

OTHER MATTERS DISCUSSED:

Visitors:

Shawn Peterson invited the City Council to a community wide meeting at the Frontier Room at 7:00 P.M. on May 28th to discuss an opportunity called Horizons offered through the Northwest Area Foundation.  If selected to participate, Faith would need to commit to an 18-month period for leadership and poverty reduction training.  There would also be an opportunity for significant grant dollars to come to the area. 

Greg Bartron – West River Revolving Loan Fund:

Mr. Bartron informed the Council about the West River Revolving Loan Fund.  Created in 1998, it works with local banks to lend money to new or expanding businesses.  Originally, there was one million dollars in the fund.  It has grown to seven million.  Mr. Bartron explained that two years ago Faith had contributed $15,000.00 to the fund and that local match is leveraged four times to the area.  Therefore, West River Revolving Loan Fund can lend $60,000.00 out to the area.  He relayed that he is working with Ann Mackaben in providing a loan to the steakhouse; however, local match money is needed in order to do so.  He has visited with Shane Ayres about using some or all of the UDAG money as local match.  Currently, the UDAG Fund has $68,096.46 in cash and CD’s along with $204,547.33 in outstanding loans for a total of $272,643.79.  If  Faith were to provide these funds as match over four times that amount would become available to loan to new or expanding businesses in Faith.  Also, a representative from Faith appointed by the City Council would receive a seat on the Board concerning any loan in the Faith area.  They would have the power to veto any loan approval in Faith.  Mr. Bartron presented the Council with a draft agreement.  Mayor Haines would like the Council to review the agreement and revisit the issue at the June 3rd meeting.

Faith Senior Center:

Doris Frankfurth informed the Council about the additional expenses the Senior Center has incurred this year with the replacement of the sewer line.  This cost and the concrete work total close to $6,000.00.  The Senior Center funds are exhausted.  There is not enough money to pay for the concrete and the utilities for June.  The City budgets $1,000.00 each year for the Senior Center.  She relayed that any help from the City would be appreciated.  Stocklin made motion, seconded by Harper to give the Senior Center another $500.00 on top of the budgeted $1,000.00.  Varland abstained.  Motion carried.

Building Permit – Jim Traversie:

Jim Traversie submitted a building permit on Outlot I less Lot A of Outlot I for a new building.  Inghram made motion, seconded by Harper to approve the building permit.  Motion carried.

Scott Norberg – Building Project:

Mr. Norberg updated the Council on the Building Project.  Contracts have been initiated with the rubber roof, tilt-up concrete, general construction, masonry, and structural steel contractors.  He is going to be visiting with the earthwork contractor in the morning.  He is also looking into the vendor costs with respect to the electrical, HVAC, and plumbing contractors.  The gym walls will be erected during the first weeks of July.  Also, the soil coming off of Main Street appears to be more than what the engineer’s estimate was.  Currently, the project is about $200,000 over budget; however, investigation into the earthwork, electrical, HVAC, and plumbing contracts along with some changes in the concrete proposal may prove to present some cost savings.  He reiterated that the Council maintains control of the project and if cuts are needed it is up to them.  He relayed his investigations should be completed in the next 3 to 10 days.  He will bring the suggestions the other pieces of the project for Council approval at the June 3rd meeting. 

Sports Complex:

Shawn Peterson asked the Council if they would be willing to pay for the watering of the softball fields as they did last year.  The school has agreed to pay for the watering of the football field.  They are planning on watering the fields for a half hour during the morning and night.  Stocklin made motion, seconded by Harper to pay for the watering of the softball fields; however, if water runs short the watering will cease.  Inghram – no.  Motion carried.

Ms. Peterson also said that they are having a clean up at the fields on May 27th and 28th.  She inquired about the Sports Complex using the City mowers.  Council agreed to let Donn Dupper make the decision about loaning the mowers to the Sports Complex.

She also informed the Council that 91 kids have signed up for softball and T-ball this year.  Council has given some money each year to the recreation program for equipment.  Due to some incidents last year, they are looking to buy 4 helmets, 2 batting tees, catchers mask, and guard.  The cost would be about $250.00.  Ayres relayed that there is money available in the recreation budget.  Stocklin made motion, seconded by Varland to spend the $250.00 on equipment as long as it is inventoried with one person in charge of the equipment and is returned back to the City at the end of the season.  Motion carried.

Block Alley/ Items on City Property:

Inghram informed the Council of the alley to the west of M&D Foodshop.  A tire from Faith Lumber Company currently blocks the alley.  Council agreed to have a letter sent to Faith Lumber to move it or the City will move it and bill them.

Also, Inghram informed of items being set on City Property by Northern Plains Coop.  Mayor Haines will visit with them to have them move the items off the property.

Library:  Varland informed that there was not a quorum at the last library board meeting.  No action was taken, but items were discussed.  Amy Ulrich and Tina Ayres will be helping with a summer reading program on Tuesdays and Thursdays.  Amy Ulrich will fill in for Linda Olson for a few days when she is gone.  Library needs a temporary replacement for when Ms. Olson takes a couple of weeks off during the summer.  Also, the school has offered a contract to Teann Rogers at $15,500.00, she has ten days to accept the contract.  

Mayor Haines relayed that he will have all the committee assignments at the next meeting.

Stocklin made motion, seconded by Inghram to adjourn.  Motion carried.
