Sports Complex – Porta Potties, Score Board, Lighting:

Melinda Selby on behalf of the Sports Complex asked if it would be possible to have the City guys install the scoreboard and lighting before their games start in June and if they would need any help in doing this.  Council agreed to have it done and Donn will let Melinda know how many helpers he could use.  Porta Potties will be looked into.

Anyone wanting a building or house torn down in the city limits must notify the finance office and sign a waiver during the month of May and have it done for free.

Dedication for New Fire Hall:
Mayor Haines stated that he had talked with the Governor about Dedication of the New Fire Hall when he was at the Economic Development meeting.  The Governor said to call his office and get a date set up.  The Dedication will probably be sometime around the third week of May.  The Governor will also visit the new Daycare at the same time.
Faith School – Prorate Days for non use in 2008 and revisit Janitor Issue:

Mayor Haines went to the school board meeting Monday, April 10, 2006 to ask the School Board for written permission to have use of the Community Center gym May 5, 2008 through September 5, 2008 for a traveling Sue exhibit.  Since Glen wasn’t on the agenda, the board could not make a decision and stated they would have a special meeting since this information was needed for a packet to be sent in right away.  Debbie Brown, on behalf of the City and Paul Peterson, on behalf of the Sue project met with the School Board April 12, 2006.  The School Board was concerned about giving up a place to hold graduation since their gym would not hold enough people for graduation.  It was told to them that the Field Museum stated they could hold graduation in the gym with the exhibit as a background.  The Faith School Board made a motion to surrender the leased days contingent upon revisiting the janitorial aspects of the lease and prorating the lease payment amount for the surrendered days.  Motion carried.  Mel Dutton, Norman Delbridge and Robin Jones on behalf of the School Board approached the City Council about prorating the surrendered days.  It was stated by some of the board members that this is a big educational item to have in our town.  After much discussion, Murray made motion, seconded by Clark to compensate the Faith School $3,000 for the surrendered days.  Motion carried.  Faith School Board members accepted the compensation, but would still like to revisit the janitor services.  The School Board would like to see how much it is costing the City for janitor services while the School is using it.
Mosquito Sprayer:

Debbie Brown applied for a grant for a mosquito sprayer and spray.  A mosquito sprayer is going to be needed even if we don’t get the grant since whenever we need the sprayer from the county we have to go get it and take it back and when we need it, they need it.  If we purchase a sprayer and receive the grant, we will be able to be reimbursed.  Brown called a few places and they referred her to Van Diest Supply Co. in Pierre.  He had a mosquito sprayer that would work for our City on state bid, the brand is a Badger with 5.5 horsepower at $3,100.00.  Murray made motion, seconded by Inghram to approve the purchase of the mosquito sprayer at $3,100.00.  Motion carried.
