Selby made motion, seconded by Afdahl to combine City/School Election.  Motion carried.

Year End Financials:
A proposal from Ketel Thorstenson, LLP was presented to the council for $70 an hour to prepare the GASB 34 financial reports and to be approximately $4,000.  It helps take less time during an audit since they have prepared the financial report, therefore costing the City less at the time of the audit.  Afdahl made a motion, seconded by Inghram to approve Ketel Thorstenson, LLP to prepare 2006 year end financial report.  Motion carried.

Bill Hibner – Stock Show:

Bill Hibner came before the council to discuss the Faith Stock Show doing some improvements to the Exhibit Building.  The Council needs to approve doing any improvements at the Fairgrounds.  The Faith Stock Show would like to put in a cement floor, heater/airconditioner, a couple of windows and put in sewer and water at the time the cement floor is put in for future possibilities.  The Faith Stock Show has funding to use from Meade County.  Council agreed to the City putting in the sewer and water if Donn Dupper, Foreman thinks it can be done without much of a problem.  Sheridan made a motion, seconded by Inghram to allow the Faith Stock Show to make the improvements to the Exhibit Building and the City would install the water and sewer at the City’s cost at that time after discussing with Donn Dupper, Foreman.  Motion carried.
Bill Hibner thanked the Council and also invited everyone to come to the Faith Stock Show meeting to be held January 22, 2007.


Building Permit:

Faith Stock Show submitted a building permit for improvements on the Exhibit Building.  Sheridan made a motion, seconded by Inghram to approve Faith Stock Show’s building permit on Lot 2 of Lot A of the Fairgrounds Addition.  Motion carried.
Ambulance List:

Inghram made a motion, seconded by Afdahl to approve adding Juanita Selby to the ambulance list.  Selby abstained.  Motion carried.

Councilman Resignation:

Chris Murray will be resigning next month due to moving.  Selby made a motion, seconded by Afdahl to regretfully accept Chris Murray’s resignation.  Three yes votes.  Sheridan – no.  Motion carried.  Mayor Haines stated he would like to thank him for all his years of service to the Council and City.  Council stated he will definitely be missed by the community.
Executive Session:

Selby made a motion, seconded by Sheridan to retire to executive session at 6:02 PM to discuss personnel.  Motion carried.


Mayor Haines declared the council out of executive session at 6:28 PM.  

Executive Chamber and Community Development Director:

Sheridan made a motion, seconded by Afdahl to hire Ron Frame as Executive Chamber and Community Development Director full time at $28,000 plus benefits and $250 moving expense pending further investigation.  Three yes votes.  Inghram – no.  Motion carried.
