Mr. Norberg informed that Athletic Performance Solutions submitted a voluntary alternate for a Focus Flooring System for $95,700.00.  Mr. Norberg relayed that Athletic Performance Solutions insists that this system is more resistant to heavy loads.  He explained that the bids received are for a floor that has been tested with heavy equipment loads and animals such as elephants.  Walker made motion, seconded by Inghram to accept the bid from Derksen Flooring, Inc. for $82,500.00.  Motion carried.

ORDINANCES & RESOLUTIONS:

Merle Vig presented the Council with a plat to subdivide his land in order to sell it to interested parties.

Walker introduced the following resolution and moved for its adoption:

RESOLUTION

“Be it resolved by the City Council of the City of Faith that the Plat of Lots 1 and 2 of Tract 1-R and Lots 1 and 2 of Tract 2 of the Baxter Addition to the City of Faith, South Dakota, as located in the N ½ of Section 3, Township 12 North, Range 17 East of the B.H.M., County of Meade, State of South Dakota, having been examined, is hereby approved in accordance with the provisions of South Dakota Compiled Law, Chapter 11-3, and any amendments thereof.”

Seconded by Harper.  Motion carried.


Inghram introduced the following resolution and moved for its adoption:


RESOLUTION 11-04-03-01

A Resolution Passed Pursuant to the Revised Ordinances Title 3 – Health and Sanitation Establishing Regulations, Rates, and Charges for Garbage and Landfill Services for the City of Faith, South Dakota:

WHEREAS, pursuant to the Revised Ordinances, Title 4 – Health and Sanitation, the Common Council is authorized to establish regulations, rates, and charges for all garbage and landfill services by Resolution, it is hereby

RESOLVED that the following regulations, rates and charges are established as of November, 4, 2003.

Non-Resident Fees:



A non-resident may purchase a landfill card at the following rates:




$50.00 for three months OR




$180.00 per year.

Upon purchasing a landfill card, a non-resident is entitled to deliver household garbage, tree limbs, grass clippings, and construction rubble to the Faith Restricted Use Solid Waste Facility.


Seconded by Harper.  Motion carried.

OTHER MATTERS DISCUSSED

Main Street Project Change Order:

Ayres presented Change Order # 1 for the Main Street Project (CP-1-2003).  All in all with additions and deletions the net was a deduct of $62,356.26.  Walker made motion, seconded by Inghram to approve Change Order # 1 for project # CP-1-2003.  Motion carried.

Scott Norberg – Building Projects:

Mr. Norberg relayed that the final stages of the Community Center are commencing.  Peitz will start the final phase of duct work tomorrow.  Albright Construction has installed windows and door, plus the majority of the painting is done.  Friday the floor tile should be underway and the plumber will begin installing toilet fixtures.  There is a strong possibility that the building will be substantially complete by Friday, November 14th.  The overhead door should be installed on Thursday and casework should be installed next week.  

Inghram asked about adding more dirt to the North side to create a more gradual slope toward the fairgrounds.  Mr. Norberg believes that the request is possible and should be coordinated with Mr. Dupper.  Mr. Norberg commended Mr. Dupper and his crew for the excellent job with the earthwork around the building.

Mr. Norberg asked for approval on a pay request to Albright Construction in the amount of $5,020.00 for flooring.  Inghram made motion, seconded by Varland to approve the pay request.  Motion carried.

Mr. Norberg then explained the progress on the Public Safety Building.  Meade County has agreed to budget $25,000.00 towards the project next year.  There are currently two plans under consideration.  One plan would allow for more space for additional law enforcement needs such as highway patrol and game, fish, & parks.  With the CDBG grant money there is currently $200,000.00.  The City would need to come up with another $200,000.00 in outside sources.  Mr. Norberg introduced Max Schochenmaier who has experience in grant writing.  She explained that after meeting with Mr. Ayres, she has found some leads for grant dollars for equipment, start up operations for 911, and possible bricks and mortar.  After much discussion with regards to funding sources, Stocklin and Harper indicated that they would like to see everything on paper to see if the City can afford such a project.  Murray relayed that the issue was sent to committee and they have looked at it and recommends pursuing the project.  They have taken into consideration funding issues, lack of space of fire trucks, and the possibility of creating jobs from 911.  Ms. Schochenmaier explained that there could be money to start an enchanced 911 call center in Faith.  The grants could cover the costs of equipment, start up fees, salaries, etc.  

Mr. Norberg explained that Ms. Schochenmaier’s services have been retained by the School District and that she is willing to work for the City on this project as well.  The upfront fee would be $7,500.00 to do grant writing.  Varland made motion, seconded by Inghram to proceed with the design of the Public Safety Building and retain the services of Max Schochenmaier as grant writer on the project.  Motion carried.

Faith Stock Show Lease:

Harper relayed that the committee had met in regards to a solution to lease between the City and Stock Show.  The proposal from the committee is to donate the land from the fairgrounds to the Faith Stock Show Association.  Inghram is in favor of the proposal since it would give Stock Show some borrowing power and the City would not have to deal with any more agreements.  The next Stock Show meeting is November 12th and they will address the proposal as well.  Inghram made motion, seconded by Stocklin to approve the proposal and begin the process to transfer the fairgrounds property to the Faith Stock Show Association.  Varland abstained.  Motion carried.

Liquor Fund Financials:

Ayres presented the liquor fund financials through the end of September and historical financials.  Since the lottery funds are transferring to the Community Development and Fixed Asset Funds, the liquor fund has lost $13,402.50 as of September 30, 2003.  Historically the liquor fund has operated in the red since 2001.  Council discussed possible solutions to increase profits such as promotions, changing hours, pushing volume versus price, and downsizing.  Council will review the matter further and discuss solutions again at the next meeting.

Walker made motion, seconded by Stocklin to adjourn.  Motion carried.
