The City of Faith will receive a new siren and installed at no charge to the City of Faith.  It will be run by solar energy and batteries.  The maintenance will all be taken care of by the County.

Drivers Licensing Meeting:

Walker made motion, seconded by Stocklin to send Cindy Frankfurth to Pierre on August 23 and 24, 2005 to the Driver’s Licensing Training.  Motion carried.
Approve Ambulance Observers:

Arlen Frankfurth would like to have Alanna Chapman and Phebe Lemke approved to do observing runs on the ambulance.  Inghram made motion, seconded by Murray to approve Alanna Chapman and Phebe Lemke to be added to the insurance to do observing ambulance runs.  Motion carried.
Use of Community Center:

Earl Maier asked the council if he could rent the community center on August 23, 2005 for a Larry Lundstrom concert.  Council agreed to rent the Community Center to Earl Maier.  

Bill Hibner would like to use either the Community Center or the Public Safety Building for the Dustin Evans Concert and dance during Stock Show.  Council agreed to either rent the Community Center or the use of the Public Safety Building.

Walker made motion, seconded by Stocklin to approve the Fairgrounds Lease with Faith Stock Show.  Motion carried.  Bill Hibner will take it to the Stock Show at the next meeting.

 Use of Old Community Room for Dance Class:

Meridee Schuelke would like to use the old Community Center two nights a week for Dance Class.  Council agreed they would like to see her have liability insurance.  The issue is tabled until Meridee looks into liability insurance.

Fee Schedule for the Public Safety Building:

Stocklin made motion, seconded by Selby to ask for a $50 deposit and ask for a sizeable donation to the Fire Department.  Five yes votes.  Inghram – no.  Motion carried.  Bill Hibner would like to use the Public Safety Building for the Dustin Evans Concert and Dance.  Bill will pay for two portable toilets to be used for the Concert and Dance.  

Fire Training:


A fire training needs to take place to reduce the fire rating and change everyones insurance rates.  Mayor Haines formed a committee made up of Chris Murray, Larry Walker, Justin Haines and Anthony Fisher to look into getting the training done.  Mayor Haines would like to see the City add more to the Fire Departments budget to use for trainings and equipment.
