Sandy Rasmussen would like the Council to do something about signs in front of the Faith Line Historical Center before the next meeting even if it is a painted sign as a temporary sign.  Council agreed.

Sheridan made a motion, seconded by Inghram to approve the Finance Office to pay claims at the first of the month that are required to not receive a penalty and any that come up that need immediate attention.  Motion carried.

Wine License Fee:
