Plat Correction:

RESOLUTION NO. 02-17-04-02

Walker introduced the following resolution and moved for its adoption:

Be it resolved by the City Council of the City of Faith that the Corrective Plat of Lots 1 and 2 of Lot 1 of Outlot H to the City of Faith, South Dakota, now know as Plats of Lots 1 and 2 of Lot A of the Fairgrounds Addition to the City of Faith, South Dakota, as located in the SE1/4 SW1/4 of Section 3, Township 12 North, Range 17 East of the B.H.M, County of Meade, State of South Dakota, having been examined, is hereby approved in accordance with the provisions of South Dakota Compiled Law 11-3, and any amendments thereof.

Seconded by Stocklin.  Motion carried.

OTHER MATTERS DISCUSSED:

Scott Norberg /Building Updates:

Mr. Norberg expressed his thanks for being included in the Community Center Open House; he has ordered a bronze plaque to be placed in or outside the building.  He informed that there are some punch list items that still need to be addressed.  Bieber Electric has submitted their last payment request with a change order for a total of $18,589.00.  Mr. Norberg recommends paying this with a deduct of $450.00 for damaged equipment.  Stocklin made motion, seconded by Walker to approve the change order and pay request.  Motion carried.  

Mr. Norberg also relayed that a contractor failed to follow the guidelines pertaining to the tax exempt status of the City on the project.  Since the amount was not included in his bid the contractor would like a change order approved for $5,607.85; the amount of the sales tax owed.  One-third of this amount would come back to the City through Sales Tax payments.  Stocklin made motion, seconded by Walker to approve the change order of $5,607.85 for Albright Construction.  Inghram – no.  Motion carried.

Mr. Norberg would also like a pay request of $62,798.00 approve for the completion of the bleachers.  Walker made motion, seconded by Murray to pay the request of $62,798.00 to Seating and Athletic Facility Enterprises.  Motion carried.

Max Schochenmaier informed that the transportation enhancement grant for the public safety building has had a favorable preliminary review.  This grant is for $437,000.00.  The only hold up to the project is the status of the CDBG grant.  Mr. Norberg explained that the preferred date to break ground on this project is around May 15th.  An investigation needs to be explored with regards to the city obtaining the ice house land back.  

Community Center Open House:

Mayor Haines informed that invitations have gone out for the open house to be held on February 7th at 1:00 P.M. in the gym.  There will be cake and coffee served.  He explained that all the contractors will be invited to meet with the Council at noon that day in the Community Room.  

Community Center Rates:

Mayor Haines would like to see a fee of $150.00 to rent the gym.  Walker explained that it costs the City $150.00 to clean it; therefore, there is something wrong with how the cleaning is being done if the charge is $150.00 to rent.  Requiring a deposit was discussed in case the gym was not cleaned after use.  Much discussion was held on the types of events the community center can be used for.  Council would like quotes on a floor cover for next meeting.  Memberships were briefly discussed.  Council agreed to advertise free walking for the next two weeks from 8 am til 2 pm, Monday through Friday.  The advertisement will include that the Council is considering charging memberships of $100.00 per year or $10.00 per month for all families.  All walkers must bring their walking shoes and put them on in the building.  

Stock Show:

Tim Hammel informed that they have received a quote to insure the fairgrounds, he wanted to contact Ayres on the claim history of the property.  The previous proposition was to sell the land to the Stock Show Association, Hammel would like to establish the boundaries of the land to be sold.  Discussion was held on the status of the lots north of the fairgrounds and if this would be included in the property to be sold and also who is responsible for legal fees.  Ayres relayed that the Council may want to sell those separately.  Murray asked if the City could still use the fairgrounds for cold storage and if something happened to the Stock Show Association that the land would revert back to the ownership of the City.  Hammel thought that these issues could be worked out in an agreement.  Walker asked if 4-H and High School Rodeo activities would still be allowed; Hammel confirmed that they would.  No action was taken by Council on this issue at this time.

Sale of Building Proposal:

Mayor Haines informed that Bill McDaniel had submitted an offer to the City to buy his hanger at the airport.  The amount of the proposal is $75,000.00 with options to lease the building back to Mr. McDaniel.  Murray made motion, seconded by Stocklin to reject the proposal.  Motion carried.

Ambulance:

Stocklin relayed that he, Inghram, and Terry Bottjen had an ambulance committee meeting.  There had been some discrepancies in his time cards with regards to the schedule.  The days of February 11 (N-M) and February 20 will be taken as vacation days, which according to the time cards, he indicated that he had worked.  Mr. Bottjen has the certificates for the ambulance drivers and Council should approve the drivers upon verification of these certificates.  Stocklin informed that some receipts for the credit card still need to be turned in to the Finance Office.  Also, the committee reviewed the inspection results of the ambulance purchased last year.  The inspector indicated that some items were missing, the license plates were not put on the ambulance, and the new radio was still in the box on the floor.  According to the inspector, Mr. Bottjen had indicated that this ambulance has never been on a run, however, Stocklin relayed that at the meeting Mr. Bottjen said that it has been on call at the rodeo.  The ambulance cannot run until an inspector certifies it.  Billing was also discussed and this must be caught up.

Executive Session – Personnel:

Walker made motion, seconded by Murray to retire to executive session at 8:45 P.M. to discuss personnel.  Motion carried.

Walker made motion, seconded by Stocklin to return to regular session at 9:26 P.M.  Motion carried.

Arrears List:

Council reviewed and discussed the Arrears List.  

Committee Reports:

Library:  Varland relayed that the Legion along with Chief Frankfurth is helping with the Child Identity Program.  The preschoolers will be having a Valentine’s Day party tomorrow.  She also informed that the library board wants to clarify that if the County money exceeds the budgeted amount, that the library board will be supplemented the excess.  Ayres verified that they would.

Liquor:  The liquor board needs to meet to discuss operations issues.  Mayor Haines would like Lexy Inghram added to the Liquor Committee.  Murray made motion, seconded by Stocklin to add Lexy Inghram to the Liqour Committee.  Motion carried.

Stocklin made motion, seconded by Walker to adjourn.  Motion carried.
