OTHER MATTERS DISCUSSED:

Stensland Museum:

Representatives with the Faith & Area Historical Society met with the Council to discuss the possibility of the City of Faith paying the electricity for the Stensland Museum.  Generally, the museum is open during the summer months and the cost is $13.41 per month.  Walker made motion, seconded by Inghram to pay the electricity for the Stensland Museum for the months of May, June, July, and August.  Motion carried.

Mayor Haines informed the Faith & Area Historical Society that the plat has arrived and needs to be signed in order to move forward.  Some discussion was held on the plat.  Richard Collins believes that there is no reason for the historical society not to sign the plat.  Irean Jordan proceeded to sign the plat.

7:30 P.M. Discussion on ODP Funds:

Meade County has been allotted $443,965.12 from the Office for Domestic Preparedness.  Mayor Haines explained that the request for a generator for the Public Safety Building was first on the list.  In order to apply for the funds, a public meeting needed to be held to discuss priorities.  After a decision is made, the application will be sent in and reviewed by a Countywide Grant Committee, then turned over to the County Commission.  Mayor Haines read that Large Fixed Generators are on the authorized list of equipment.  The consensus of the public in attendance and City Council was to put the generator as the only request since it is top priority.

Building Update – Scott Norberg:

Mr. Norberg explained to the Council that the design of the Public Safety building hinges on the grant for the generator that needs to be approved by the Meade County Commissioners.  If the generator portion of the building is not funded, the out of pocket expense increases or the building is redesigned.  The commissioners should discuss this at the July 6th meeting.  Mayor Haines asked about the building schedule.  Mr. Norberg explained that the bidding environment is favorable with many contractors looking for work later this year.  He foresees a six-month construction period with bidding to begin as soon as the commissioners make a decision on the generator grant.

Mr. Norberg informed the Council that the State Fire Marshall’s office has inspected the school and requested that a structural engineer be brought in to evaluate the building.  This report has been prepared and will be forwarded to the Fire Marshall tomorrow.  Mr. Norberg highlighted the following points in the structural engineer’s report:  the 1923 portion has rapid deterioration in the foundation, mortar of the brick walls are crumbling, the chimney is on the verge of collapsing, wood floor and bricks are tilting especially in the administration offices, etc.  The major concern of the Fire Marshall will be life safety of the students and facility.  Wheels are in motion to request temporary classrooms from the State.  Some portions of the building may still be usable.  

Walker inquired about using the Community Center.  Mr. Norberg explained that the State is looking into providing portable classrooms at no cost.  Aid will be needed in connecting water, sewer, and electric to these classrooms.  It may cost more to set up the community center to hold classes.  Mayor Haines urged all the Council members to keep this in mind and when the time comes the Council will address how the City can help.

Park & Recreation:

Selby inquired about getting the summer recreation program running again.  Attendance has decreased in the past, but working with Alanna Chapman, the committee proposes having summer recreation on Monday, Wednesday, and Friday from 9 AM – 11 AM.  The committee would designate Mondays for practicing T-ball and Softball.  Lance Hildebrandt and Ryan Palmer are willing to work with the kids.  Mayor Haines reviewed the recreation budget.  There is about $1,700.00 currently available.  Murray made motion, seconded by Walker to try summer recreation for a month on Mondays, Wednesdays, and Fridays from 9 AM – 11 AM and pay Lance Hildebrandt and Ryan Palmer $5.50 per hour to work with the kids.  Motion carried.  Walker would like a report of the number of kids attending.  

Executive Session – Personnel:

Walker made motion, seconded by Clark to retire to executive session at 8:45 P.M. to discuss personnel.  Motion carried.

Walker made motion, seconded by Inghram to return to regular session at 9:28 P.M.  Motion carried.

Inghram made motion, seconded by Selby to terminate Darwin Hellekson’s employment with the City effective immediately.  Stocklin abstained.  Motion carried.  A formal letter will be sent out to him tomorrow with instruction to return keys and pick up personal items from the shop.

Mayor Haines excused Council member Stocklin.  Selby made motion, seconded by Clark to retire to executive session at 9:30 P.M.  Motion carried.

Walker made motion, seconded by Inghram to return to regular session at 9:45 P.M.   Motion carried.  

Walker made motion, seconded by Inghram to pay the time card Mike Stocklin turned 

In as presented for ambulance service and refrain from paying council members for future services.

Stocklin explained that he is helping that ambulance in times of need as a community service and did not expect to be paid.

2005 Budget:

Mayor Haines encourage the Council to think about budgeting for wages and insurance.  He explained that with the cost of insurance increasing every year that the employees may have to contribute more.  Ayres would like an estimate of what to budget for wages.  Council discussed a cost of living increase of 3 % since that is what state employees received.  Ayres will budget this accordingly.

Elected Officials Workshop:

Mayor Haines relayed to the Council that this year’s Elected Officials Workshop is on July 16 from 8:30 A.M. until 3:00 P.M. in Rapid City at the School of Mines.  Those who want to attend must inform the Finance Office by July 5th to register.

Committee Reports:

Fairgrounds:  Inghram reported that the Committee should be meeting sometime between the 22nd-24th of June to discuss insurance option for the fairgrounds and the Faith Stock Show Association.

Parks:  Selby asked about controlling the Canadian thistle at the lake.  The NRCS released insects a few years back to help control this problem.  Council may opt to do some spraying.

Mosquito Control:  Mayor Haines informed that Mr. Dupper has received a trap from Meade County.  The City will use these traps to determine the mosquito population in certain areas of town.  If the measurements are high enough, the City may do some fogging or spraying.  Council discussed the public concern of West Nile Virus and urgency of taking care of any areas or items with standing water (i.e. tires, barrels, old cars, etc.)

Arrears List:


Council reviewed the arrears list.  Council would like to see a list of ambulance write offs prepared.

Stocklin made motion, seconded by Murray to adjourn.  Motion carried.
