The Common Council for the City of Faith, South Dakota met in special session on August 27, 2003 at 7:00 P.M. in the Council Room of the Municipal Building. Mayor Haines called the meeting to order, called roll call, and led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Council members present:  Stocklin, Inghram, Varland, Murray, Walker, and Harper.

Others in attendance were:  Eric Bogue, and Shane Ayres.

Inghram made motion, seconded by Walker to approve the agenda.  Motion carried.

Garbage Hauling:

Much discussion was held on the current garbage hauling contract with Heartland Waste Management in light of the Council’s decision to discontinue membership with Northwest South Dakota Regional Landfill Association.  Mayor Haines reported on the last NWSD Regional Landfill Association meeting.  He informed the Council that the landfill board had rejected all bids on the new cell and was looking to leverage the closure fund money to buy a new compactor since the association is eligible for a matching grant.  Mayor Haines also said that the association is looking to bring Hettinger in as a member and that they would not offer Faith a tipping fee to continue to haul the trash to the landfill.  Two other towns may discontinue membership if the fees are raised.  

Three options were discussed concerning the trash hauling.  1).  Rebid the whole contract. 2). Advertise a second contract for transporting trash from the Faith landfill to a regional landfill. Or 3).  Negotiate with a landfill and the City will haul the trash.

Mr. Bogue had visited with Heartland Waste Management’s attorney who indicated without support that Faith can negotiate the contract in new circumstance arising from getting out of NWSD Regional Landfill Association.  Mr. Bogue and Deene Dayton from the Department of Legislative Audit agree that they are not comfortable with that arrangement.

Much discussion was held on the pros and cons for terminating Heartland Waste Management’s current hauling contract along with possible legal ramifications.  Mayor Haines is in favor of bidding out just the transportation of the trash.  Murray would like to see the whole thing bid as one contract.  With the roll off being removed, having a dumpster at the landfill was discussed for individuals who bring household trash to the landfill.  

Mayor Haines was excused to attend to a fire.  President Murray took over the direction of the meeting.

More discussion was held regarding each option with pros and cons.  Varland made motion, seconded by Walker to leave Heartland Waste Management’s contract in affect and take bids on the transportation of the trash from the Faith landfill to a landfill to be determined at each bidder’s discretion.  President Murray called for a roll call vote.  Harper – yes.  Varland – yes.  Walker – yes.  Inghram – yes.  Stocklin – yes.  Murray – no.  Motion carried.

Inghram made motion, seconded by Varland to advertise for bids in the papers where the regional landfills are located.  Motion carried.  Council would like Ayres, Dupper, Mayor Haines, and Eric Bogue to put together a contract of the transportation contract.  

Discussion was held on commercial trash pick ups and if it would be allowable for a business to contract with a separate hauler because there is a need for the trash to be picked up more than once a week.  Mr. Bogue relayed that this instance would be a violation of the City franchise on the trash hauling service; however, in a special case where it would be beneficial to the community, the business should ask the Council for permission first.

2004 Budget:

Mayor Haines returned and he resumed direction of the meeting.  Council discussed, reviewed, and revised the 2004 proposed budget.  The first reading for the 2004 Budget Ordinance will be on September 2, 2003.

Inghram made motion, seconded by Stocklin to adjourn.  Motion carried.
