A letter from Larry Butler an engineer from Oak Hills Consulting, Inc. recommends accepting the bids from ALLTEL for equipment and Mid America Comm. for installation.

Stocklin made motion, seconded by Murray to accept the bid of $55,922.79 for equipment from ALLTEL and the bid of $3,300.00 from Mid America Comm. for installation.  Motion carried.

OTHER MATTERS DISCUSSED:

Building Project Updates:

Mr. Norberg informed the Council that the Community Building project will be seeing a lot of activity in the upcoming weeks.  The concrete floors of the office area and locker rooms will be poured within the week.  The mason will be here Monday to start on the restrooms and the general contractor will start framing up the walls.  A crane will be coming on site to lift the steel roof trusses to the gymnasium about 10 days.  By September 1, most of the super structure should be up with some shingling taking place.  All bids have been awarded with the exception of the earthwork.  Portions were dissected to include Jim Miller moving the dirt into the hole that was excavated by Fisher Dirt.  Next, C&C Construction performed the excavation and backfilling of the footings.  So far expenditures have been about $17,000.00 of the expected $30,000.00 budget for earthwork.  Portions left are:  1).  Additional base course is needed for inside the gym floor, 2).  The parking lot needs 5 – 7 inches of granular fill.  3).  The North and East sides of the building need about 2000 yards of earth to provide sufficient protection for the footings and foundation. 4).  Final grading of the site.  Mr. Norberg relayed that he has asked the asphalt contractor for an estimate on the fill for the parking lot.  He also said that there are a couple of options on hauling the 2000 yards of earth to the site.  Mr. Dupper indicated that they will have some time to excavate this dirt.  Mr. Norberg explained two options:  1).  Obtaining the necessary fill from the landfill. OR 2)  A landowner has agreed to let the City remove some earth at no charge.  Discussion was held on the soil types, timeline, and the ease of earth removal from each site.  Mr. Dupper explained that August would be a good month to do this and that hauling soil out of the landfill would be more mileage and harder to excavate.  Inghram made motion, seconded by Walker to have the city employees haul the earth from the landfill for the North and East sides of the community building.  Motion carried.  

Mr. Norberg explained that the project is on schedule for completion at the end of October.  He also presented the Council with a pay estimate for $129,716.11 as follows:

Murray made motion, seconded by Walker to approve paying the estimate.  Motion carried.

Mr. Norberg updated the Council on the Public Safety Building process.  He explained that the plans have changed slightly after being reviewed by the Governor’s Office of Economic Development.  The plan calls for about 7,500 sq/ft with 5,760 sq/ft being the garage.  The plan consists of 8 fire truck bays, 2 ambulance bays, 2 service bays, men and women’s restrooms, training room, tool room, pantry, lobby, and office space.  The GOED likes the plan and the Black Hills Council of Local Governments is preparing the grant application.  In order to match the grant, the City will need to come up with about $140,000.  Discussion was held on funding.  Ayres relayed that there is an opportunity to get a low interest rural development loan for a 40-year term.  An estimated payment is $7,000.00 per year.  Mayor Haines relayed that the County Commissioners were approached by Sturgis to provide $200,000.00 for a building.  This could be a possibility for Faith, since the Commissioners approved of building a new public safety building.  Mayor Haines asked the Council about their feelings on proceeding with this project.  Inghram believes the City may be overstepping a bit with the other projects that are going on.  Discussion was held on the fact that the City would lose the grant money and may not be allocated in grant money in the future.  Walker feels that the grant money is available now and the city should accept it.  Discussion was held on other funding sources with the possibility of the fire department contributing to the costs.  Council tabled any decision until more information on funding is available and will revisit the issue in September.  Ayres will set up an appointment to meet with the County Commissioners to discuss the Public Safety Building.

NWSD Regional Landfill Association:

Council reviewed costs from hauling trash to Pierre, Walworth County, and Belle Fourche Landfills at an estimated $1.20 per running mile.  All options would be less expensive than the $32,772.00 that the City pays NWSD Regional Landfill and Heartland Waste Management.  Another option is for Faith to buy a truck and start hauling trash again.  Harper made motion, seconded by Varland to authorize Eric Bogue to submit official notice to the NWSD Regional Landfill Association that Faith will discontinue membership.  Motion carried.  The bids for the new cell are to be opened tomorrow night at 5:30 P.M. with a meeting to be held at 7:00 P.M.  Mr. Bogue will deliver the official notice before the bids are opened.

Jen Medrud – Ambulance:

Ms. Medrud informed the Council about the ambulance scheduling and how she had only four days off in July and three in August.  She would like the Council to consider hiring her on as a full time position with a salary and six days off a month.  Discussion was held on an agreeable salary.  Murray would like to get Mr. Bottjen’s opinion before a decision is made.  Council tabled the issue until the ambulance committee can meet with Mr. Bottjen and Ms. Medrud.

Sports Complex:

Mr. Gustafson relayed that there is a grant opportunity for the Sports Complex in which the funds would need to be applied for by the City.  After visiting with Ayres, the Sports Complex would be willing to turn over its funds except for $500.00 to still remain active.  These funds would be kept in a restricted cash account and be used as a match for the grant.  The grant through the Land and Water Conservation Fund would match 100% of the dollars raised up to $50,000.00.  In general, Council was receptive to the idea.  Mr. Gustafson relayed that the Sports Complex does not have a specific dollar amount to transfer yet since there are still some outstanding invoices that need to be paid and some fundraisers that need to be concluded.  Council tabled a decision until the Sports Complex determines a dollar amount.

Building Permit – Lesmeister:

Jean Lesmeister submitted a building permit on Lot 1, North ½ Lot 2, Block 2 of the Golden Addition for a new building.  Ayres relayed that there may be some disagreement on the placement of the building with respect to the property owner to the south due to an easement.  However, this is between the property owners.  Stocklin made motion, seconded by Walker to approve the permit.  Motion carried.

Landfill Position Applicants:

Discussion was held on hiring one or both applicants and the wage.  Mayor Haines will meet with both applicants and a decision will be made at the next meeting.

Surplus Property:

Mr. Dupper informed the Council that a new packer was purchased for $1,000.00 from the State Surplus Property.  Dupree is willing to buy the old packer for $650.00.  Harper made motion, seconded by Walker to surplus the 1988 Chevy Pickup (Maroon) and the Inghram Packer.  Motion carried.

Road North of Town:

Mayor Haines informed the Council that he had met with the County Commissioners and they explained that they are done mag watering for the year.  There is a contractor out of Rapid City that will do it for 37 cents a running foot.  Inghram explained that it would need a lot of moisture to take care of that road.  Discussion was held with regards to whether enough water could be hauled in the heat to care for the road, getting an estimate for mag water, and mixing regrind from the street project with the gravel.  

SDML Annual Meeting:

The annual meeting this year is in Pierre on October 8th – 10th.  Registration is $75.00 per person due by September 12th.

Walker made motion, seconded by Varland to adjourn.  Motion carried.
