ORDINANCES AND RESOLUTIONS:

Becker introduced the following resolution for it’s adoption:
DESIGNATION OF AUTHORIZED REPRESENTATION

RESOLUTION NO. 04-07-09-01


WHEREAS, the Governing Body of the City of Faith, South Dakota has entered into an agreement to establish The Missouri Basin Municipal Power Agency, d.b.a. Missouri River Energy Services (MRES), and as a member thereof is entitled to a representative who shall represent the Municipal Utility in the business of MRES.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that Tom Maxwell be and he/she is hereby authorized and appointed as the representative of the City of Faith, South Dakota, to represent the Municipal Utility in the business of MRES, with the powers, duties and responsibilities as provided in said agreement.  The alternate representative, Debbie Brown is hereby authorized and appointed with equal powers.

Seconded by Collins.  Maxwell abstained. Five Yes Votes.  Motion carried.
Brosz – Agreement on Well Project:

Dan Brosz submitted an Engineer Agreement to the City of Faith for the Deep Well Poject in the amount of $85,420.00.  Collins made a motion, seconded by Fisher to sign the Engineer Agreement subject to Rural Development approval.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.
Dave Lutz – Airport:
We are required to have the USDA do a “Wildlife Hazard Assessment” as part of the Environmental Assessment process at the Faith Airport.  The quote was $3,500.  Collins made a motion, seconded by Fisher to approve the quote for the Wildlife Hazard Assessment.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.

Water/Wastewater School – Donn Dupper:
Donn Dupper is attending the Water/Wastewater School in Rapid City April 7 through April 9 as he needed his fifteen contact hours to keep his certification up before 2010 and this was the last school that is close to Faith.
Regional Highway Safety Grant Meeting:

Becker made a motion, seconded by Fisher to approve allowing Arlen Frankfurth to attend the grant meeting April 17, 2009.  Motion carried.

Park Fee:

The park fee has been $5 a night for a very long time which is too low.  The park has electricity and water and the tourism tax rate is going up by .5% as of July1, 2009 through June 30, 2011.  Becker made a motion, seconded by Fisher to change the park fee to $10 a night.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.
Contract – Full Time Ambulance Attendant:

When Helen Hall was hired, the Public Safety Committee told her there would be a three year contract to start after her training as an EMT I or paramedic.  Afdahl made a motion, seconded by Collins to approve the committee’s recommendation of the three year contract.  Motion carried.
DOT Bill for Parking lot, Lighting and Sidewalk:
The bills were sent from SD DOT on the parking lot at the public safety building, the lighting needing replaced on Highway 212 and the sidewalk project on Highway 73 which came in higher than estimated other than the lighting project.  Debbie Brown has been in contact with the DOT and they are looking into it, but Dan Brosz said they would check into it.
Zane King – City Sewer:

Zane King contacted the City Office to find out about getting City sewer.  The Utility Committee met and agreed he would have to annex into the City to receive City sewer as was done for a different resident.  King agrees to be annexed into the City of Faith.  Becker made a motion, Maxwell to table the issue until further information from Zane King.
Building Permit:

Jerry Spencer submitted a building permit for a wind break fence to the north and west of his house.  Becker made a motion, seconded by Afdahl to approve Jerry Spencer’s building permit upon Donn Dupper’s approval on location.  Motion carried.
Police and Ambulance Job Descriptions:

Collins made a motion, seconded by Maxwell to table the job descriptions until the next meeting.  Motion carried.

Change next Council Meeting:
Becker made a motion, seconded by Collins to approve changing the next Council meeting until Monday April 20, 2009 as the District 10 meeting will be Tuesday in Whitewood.  Motion carried.

Proclamation – Tom Lesselyong:

Becker made a motion, seconded by Collins to join Philip in the proclamation for Tom Lesselyoung as he is retiring.  Motion carried.

Airport – Support Letter:

Becker made a motion, seconded by Afdahl to approve Mayor Haines to sign the support letter that Mayor Hahn from Wall, SD has drafted for small airports.  Motion carried.

Good Friday – Holiday:

Debbie Brown brought to the Council’s attention that the Governor of South Dakota declared Good Friday as a whole day for a holiday and the City handbook states the City takes any Holiday that is declared by the President of the United States or the Governor of South Dakota.  Afdahl made a motion, seconded by Collins to recommend the City take ½ day Holiday that is normally done.  Five – no votes.  Afdahl – yes.  Motion failed.  Maxwell made a motion, seconded by Becker to allow the City to take Good Friday all day.  Five – yes votes.  Afdahl – no.  Motion carried.
Executive Session:

Maxwell made a motion, seconded by Becker to retire into executive session to discuss possible litigation at 7:50 PM.  Motion carried.

Mayor Haines declared the Council out of executive session at 8:27 PM.
Eric Bogue updated the Council on the conclusion of the Boke Ranch/City of Faith matter.

Collins made a motion, seconded by Fisher to adjourn.  Motion carried.
