Missouri River Energy Services:

Jody Peck, with Missouri River, talked with the Council about what Missouri River does for the City of Faith.  They supply the City with the supplemental power above what WAPA can provide.  Missouri River will not have a rate increase in 2011, but WAPA of course will.  Missouri River helps with the figuring the City’s rate increases.  Peck also explained that when the ice storm happened in January and when the electricity came back on January 25, 2010, the City’s usage peaked at 2403 right away and gradually went down causing the bill for that to increase $11,000.
