Kathy Grant – Meade County Emergency Management:

Kathy Grant explained to the current and new members what services she provides for the City under Meade County as the Emergency Manager.  

Farmers Union Oil Co – Discussion On Off Sale Malt Beverage Licenses:
Nan Farlee on behalf of Farmers Union Oil Co approached the Council on the Resolution that the City currently has stating that there can only be two On-Off Sale Malt Beverage licenses and wondered if the Council would change that to three On-Off Sale Malt Beverage licenses.  Becker made a motion, seconded by Collins to change the current Resolution No. 07-18-06-02 stating (2) two On-Off Sale Malt Beverage Licenses to (3) three On – Off Sale Malt Beverage Licenses to be issued for fiscal year 2009-2010.  Four - yes votes.  Inghram and Maxwell – no.  Motion carried.

Chamber of Commerce:
Cindy Clark on behalf of the Chamber of Commerce stated that the Chamber is in need of funds to keep functioning and wondered if the City would be willing to help out.  Chamber of Commerce’s financials were handed to the Council.  Chamber will be sending out letters for memberships and asking only for one half of the year fee.  There also was a bill that would be coming from the City for ambulance and possibly insurance for the Demolation Derby.  Council agreed to wave this bill.  Collins made a motion, seconded by Spencer to approve donating an extra $3,000 to the Chamber of Commerce.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.
Elected Officials Workshop:
Elected Officials Workshop will be held in Pierre on Friday, July 10, 2009.  Mayor Haines encouraged all Councilman to attend.  Councilman will be paid for attending at the meeting wage.  

Retaining Wall by the Swimming Pool:

Mel Dutton had called the Finance Office and talked with Debbie Brown about the retaining wall by the swimming pool being in poor shape.  The School will be opening bids on June 29, 2009 for a new school and since there will be landscapers here at that time, this might be the time to take care of the retaining wall.  A separate bid was done for the retaining wall.  The property is the schools, but the retaining wall is needed mainly due to the pool being there.  Dutton asked Brown to see if and how much the City would pay towards installing a new retaining wall.  Dutton stated the cost would be in the $5,000 to $15,000 range.  Council would like more information before making a decision.

Swimming Pool Contract:

When looking into the lease between the School and the City on the retaining wall issue, it was found that the lease had expired in 2002.  Eric Bogue drew up a new lease and has been sent to the School and the City.  Councilman will take the lease home and get back to Bogue with any questions before the next meeting.

Building Permits:
Alan Hildebrandt submitted a building permit for an awning on his shop on Lot 2 & 3, Block 17.  Collins made a motion seconded by Becker to approve the building permit.  Motion carried.

Arrears List:

Council discussed and reviewed the arrears list.

Executive Session – Personnel:

Becker made a motion, seconded by Collins to retire into executive session at 8:43 PM to discuss personnel.  Motion carried.


Mayor Haines declared the Council out of executive session at 9:08 PM.

Buildings (Repairs):
1. Bar front overhang  (prep for painting); north door handicap accessible (concrete); flooring replacement
2. Library – vinyl soffits (City guys have taken care of)

3. Community building – order pieces for NE side, handicap accessible concrete ramp for SE entrance
4. City Shop – East fence replaced (non-barb wire), SE doors replaced; weatherize interior for winter heating.

5. Airport hangar – Cut in door directly into lounge area.
