The Common Council for the City of Faith, South Dakota met in special session on March 17, 2003 at 7:00 P.M. in the Council Room of the Municipal Building to sit as the local board of equalization. Mayor Haines called the meeting to order, called roll call, and led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Council members present:  Stocklin, Murray, Inghram, and, Severyn.

School Board members present:  Palmer.

Council members absent:  Clifton and Lightfield.

Others in attendance were:  Joel and Claudine Afdahl, Angel Kennedy, and Shane Ayres.

Inghram made motion, seconded by Murray to approve the agenda.  Motion carried.

Joel and Claudine Afdahl appeared before the Board regarding Parcel No. 02.55.0P.02 which is Lot B of Lot 1 of Lot 1 of Outlot P.  They requested that a portion of the land should not be listed as commercial.  The Board discussed the approximate percentage of land that should remain commercial.  After much discussion, Murray made motion, seconded by Stocklin to change the classification for 100% commercial to 25% commercial and 75% residential.  Motion carried.

Angel Kennedy appeared before the Board regarding Parcel No. 02.50.05.08 which is Lot 8 of Block 5 and owned by David Kennedy.  She requested that the property value be lowered based upon what they had paid for the property.  Currently the property is valued at $39,999.00 of which $3,000.00 is land and $36,999.00 is building.  She requested that the land be lowered to $2,000.00 and the building to $18,000.00.  Inghram made motion, seconded by Murray to lower the property value to $21,000.00 of which $3,000.00 is land and $18,000.00 is building.  Motion carried.

George and Valerie Chalmers submitted a request regarding Parcel No. MH02.52.03.01 which is located on Lots 1-3, Block 3 in the Prairie Edge Trailer Court.  They requested that the trailer value be lowered from $10,181.00 to $6,500.00 based on the fact that they could only borrow $5,000.00 against it.  Palmer made motion, seconded by Murray to reduce the valuation to $8,000.00.  Motion carried.

Severyn made motion, seconded by Inghram to adjourn.  Motion carried.
