Inghram made motion, seconded by Walker to approve all claims as presented.  Motion carried.

OTHER MATTERS DISCUSSED:

Faith Historical Society – Ice House:

Much discussion was held on the status of the Cheyenne Faith Center and Public Safety Building.  Scott Norberg informed the Council that a meeting was held with the Faith Historical Society about bringing the Ice House into the project.  There are currently two grants that will help in the construction of this project.  One is the original CDBG grant and the other is a $437,000 Transportation Enhancement Grant funded by the South Dakota Department of Transportation.  This grant has an allotment for restoration of the Ice House.  It was made clear by Mr. Norberg that any restoration of the Ice House would be approved by the State Historical Preservation Office.  

Richard Collins informed the Council that at the meeting the Faith Historical Society had agreed to lease the lot that includes the Ice House for 99 years at $1.00.

Max Schohenmaier informed that the SDDOT and Governor’s Office of Economic Development would prefer that the City own the land that the new building is proposed to be built upon.  

Gene Ulrich is in favor of giving the City complete control of the land and building.

Much discussion was held on the distance the new building would be from the Ice House, what portions of the Ice House need restored, and how the Ice House would be utilized and maintained.    The idea of gifting back a portion of Lot B of the Fairgrounds Addition was discussed whereas the Faith Historical Society would retain control of the portion that the Ice House is located and lease that portion to the City.  

Inghram asked about the timeframe of this project.  Mr. Norberg would like to get notice to start the bid process by May 1st.  Mr. Collins would like to have the Faith Historical Society meet on the idea from the City to subdivide the land that was originally gifted to them from the City.  

The Faith Historical Society recessed and came back with a proposal.  Mr. Collins informed that the Faith Historical Society would like to retain control of the property 20 feet North of the Ice House and 15 feet West of it.  The rest of the property they have agreed to deed back to the City.  They would like two individuals from their board to sit on a committee to oversee the visitor’s center portion of the building, which includes the Ice House.  They have also agreed to lease back the property, which the Ice House will be on for 99 years.  

Inghram made motion, seconded by Walker to have Lot B of the Fairgrounds Addition replatted resetting the property lines to 20 feet North and 15 feet West of the Ice House extending to the East and South respectively and agreed to lease this portion from the Faith Historical Society for 99 years in consideration of $1.00 with the stipulations that the Faith Historical Society will have two voting members on any committee established to oversee the visitor’s center, and that the City will carry the liability insurance on the buildings and pay for the platting fees.  Motion carried.

Stock show:

Mr. Hammel would like to know the status on the land that the City has agreed to gift to the Faith Stock Show and Rodeo.  He presented the City with a certificate of good standing from the Secretary of State.  Mr. Bogue informed that ideally a survey should be done and that the situation with the Faith Historical Society should be concluded first, plus the Council may want to wait to see how the new school building is coming along.  Walker agreed and stated the situation the City is going through right now with the Faith Historical Society is an example that the City does not want to repeat as far as gifting land is concerned.  Inghram would like to see the Council abide by their original decision and gift the land to the Faith Stock Show and Rodeo.  Varland would like a final decision by the middle of July for securing insurance on the land.  On behalf of the Council, Mr. Bogue explained that the only guarantee that the City can offer right now is to continue to lease the land to the Faith Stock Show and Rodeo until the other situations are resolved.

Executive Session – Possible Litigation:

Walker made motion, seconded by Murray to retire to executive session at 8:23 P.M to discuss possible litigation. Motion carried.

Walker made motion, seconded by Stocklin to return to regular session at 8:34 P.M. Motion carried.

Temporary On-Sale Liquor License:

Mayor Haines informed that the City is looking into getting a temporary on-sale liquor license for the District 10 Meeting on April 22nd.  Mr. Bogue confirmed that pursuant to SDCL 35-4-14.2 it is allowed and for the City no hearing would need to be held, however, he advised to put it on the next meeting for approval.

Executive Session – Personnel:

Stocklin made motion, seconded by Harper to retire to executive session at 9:05 P.M. to discuss personnel.  Motion carried.

Walker made motion, seconded by Varland to return to regular session at 9:38 P.M.  Motion carried.

Stocklin made motion, seconded by Harper to approve the time Chief Frankfurth put in on ambulance for February and March and pay him $2,466.50 for that time.  Motion carried.

Stocklin made motion, seconded by Inghram to approve paying Chief Frankfurth $1,000.00 per month beginning April for ambulance work until an Ambulance Coordinator can be hired.  Motion carried.

Walker made motion, seconded by Stocklin to approve the Ambulance Coordinator job description as amended on 4/6/04.  Motion carried.

Walker made motion, seconded by Stocklin to offer John Hansen the position of Ambulance Coordinator at $18,000.00 per year with benefits with a probationary period of three months and the stipulation that he receives his paramedic license within those three months.  Inghram – no.  Motion carried.

2004 Fireworks Donation:

Stocklin made motion, seconded by Murray to donate $1,000.00 from the Community Development Fund to the 2004 fireworks display.  Motion carried.

Building Permit – Wayne Doak:

Mr. Doak had submitted a building permit on Lot 10, Block 12 for the purpose of building a fence.  Murray made motion, seconded by Stocklin to approve the permit.  Motion carried.

Pool Employees:

Murray made motion, seconded by Walker to advertise for lifeguards and a pool manager.  Motion carried.

2003 Financial Statements:

Council reviewed the 2004 Financial Statements.  Inghram made motion, seconded by Murray to approve the unaudited financial statements for year ending December 31, 2003.  Motion carried.

Possible Water Restrictions:

Mayor Haines informed that Eagle Butte is conducting a survey of water usage in preparations for another dry year.  He explained that the City needs to start thinking about water restrictions now and perhaps a contingency plan such as drilling a well.

Motion carried.

Stocklin make motion, seconded by Walker to adjourn.  Motion carried.
