Stocklin made motion, seconded by Inghram to approve all claims as presented except Architectural Concepts until Mr. Norberg is in attendance and can answer questions.  Motion carried.

MATTERS DISCUSSED:

Hoff Cement:  

Hoff Cement would like to lease a piece of City land north of Northern Plains for a year or two to set up a temporary cement plant.  Council would like to review possible sites besides the site north of Northern Plains, but they are interested in leasing City property to Hoff Cement.  Council would like to contact Hoff Cement to let them know that the City is interested.

Stock Show – Fairgrounds Lease:

Inghram informed that the committee has met and made changes to the lease contract.  The contract has not been taken to the City attorney for review.  Mayor Haines has visited with the City attorney and believes that there will be a problem with the lease since the fairgrounds is publicly funded.  Topic was tabled until the City attorney does further review.  Inghram would like the lease resolved as soon as possible.

Review Bids – Cheyenne Faith Center:

Scott Norberg from Architectural Concepts reviewed the plans to the Cheyenne Faith Center with the City Council.  The low base bid for the project came in at $870,000.00 and the pre-cast concrete portion came in at $127,500.00.  No bids were received on time for the pre-cast concrete portion due to weather, but one bid came in the next day.  Mr. Norberg suggested that the City attorney review state law to see if this bid can be accepted.  Alternate bids were reviewed which consisted of the parking lot, landscaping, deck, and road as separate alternates.  Cost per square foot for base bid is $85.00; the whole package is $98.11.  Mr. Norberg explained that there have been increases in costs with regards to steel and fuel prices.  As part of the grant process, all contractors had to adhere to Davis-Bacon and DOT wage rates and it is required that there be participation in minority and women owned enterprises.  All contractors had trouble fulfilling the goals in each enterprise.  Mr. Norberg explained that the low bidder, Tellinghuisen Construction, Inc., did make a good faith effort to obtain these goals, thus the DOT has relayed that this bid is acceptable.  

Mr. Norberg explained that the low bid is a good value for the project.  If base bid is accepted, it will take more funds to complete the project.  Grants have been obtained from CDBG and Department of Transportation.  Additional funds of $63,000 have been approved by the Department of Transportation for a total grant award of $500,000.  This is their maximum grant award.  The Governor’s Office has indicated that they will match dollar for dollar for additional funds expended by the City up to a certain amount.  Under the funding scenario explained by Mr. Norberg, the City would need to expend an additional $147,600 excluding design and grant fees to complete the project.  Mr. Norberg explained the back up generator costs and areas where the generator would power up.

Mr. Norberg explained that at a later date, another grant from the Department of Transportation could fund the parking lot with the City using labor as match.  Council reviewed possible scenarios that included going with the current bid, value engineering the project, rejecting all bids, or constructing an alternative building.  Mayor Haines would like the Council to table the bids until other funding sources are researched.   Walker made motion, seconded by Stocklin to table the bids until additional funding sources can be sought.  Motion carried.

Mayor Haines inquired about finishing Albright Construction’s contract since there continue to be problems with leaking water at the roof, windows, and doors.  Mr. Norberg relayed that Mr. Albright has been asked to come out and fix the leaks.  Mr. Norberg explained that other contractors have been contacted to fix the problems and the costs would be withheld from Albright Construction’s contract.  

Mayor Haines inquired about the claim submitted by Architectural Concepts on the grant invoice.  Mr. Norberg explained that the grant fees are due when the funds are awarded.  He also explained that it is a valid expense if the project does not proceed.  Murray made motion, seconded by Stocklin to pay the claim from Architectural Concepts as presented.  Inghram – no.  Motion carried.  

 Ambulance: 

Stocklin explained that the committee feels that the ambulance crewmembers that take backup call when the first ambulance is out should be paid the $1.00 per hour when they take call.  Mayor Haines would like to add that on as part of the overall wage increases.  Council will address the wage increase at that time.

Insurance Reevaluation:


Tabled until next meeting.

Executive Session – Personnel:

Murray made motion, seconded by Stocklin to retire to executive session at 8:31 P.M. to discuss personnel.  Motion carried.

Mayor Haines proclaimed Council out of executive session at 10:13 P.M.

Items Discussed (No Action Taken):

 Inghram inquired about the old municipal office space.  Council would like to see the space advertised to lease out; otherwise, turn the space into an apartment.

Stocklin made motion, seconded by Inghram to adjourn.  Motion carried.
