RESOLUTION OF THE CITY OF FAITH

REQUESTING IMPROVEMENTS TO U.S. HIGHWAY 212

WHEREAS, the City of Faith is located in the northeastern corner of Meade County, South Dakota and is the is central business community for individuals living in central and eastern Meade County, western Ziebach County, and southern Perkins County; and

WHEREAS, U.S. Highway 212 intersects the City of Faith and is the sole East-West artery for the City of Faith and the path of arrival for all business generated from outside the municipal boundaries and for all tourism to the City of Faith; and

WHEREAS, U.S. Highway 212 occupies the position and serves as 1st Street within the municipal boundaries of the City of Faith; and

WHEREAS, the South Dakota Department of Transportation has placed the portions of SD Highway 73 adjacent to and running through the City of Faith on the Statewide Transportation Improvement Program project list for the Year 2007 for resurfacing on SD Highway 73; and

WHEREAS, the lighting and visibility of the portions of U.S. Highway 212/1st Street to Sixth Street extending east with three more poles; and

WHEREAS, the sidewalk is needed for safety as people use Highway 73 for walking; and

WHEREAS, the ongoing and future improvements to U.S. Highway 212 and their impacts on the City of Faith have and will have a dramatic impact on the health, welfare and safety and the current and future business for the residents of the City of Faith and surrounding areas;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY OF FAITH AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1. 
The City of Faith requests that the South Dakota Department of Transportation install three more poles on the portions of U.S. Highway 212/1st Street to Sixth Street extending east with three more poles with State of South Dakota paying 80% and the City of Faith paying 20%
