 Inghram made motion, seconded by Stocklin to approve all claims as presented.  Motion carried.

MATTERS DISCUSSED:

Gary Drewes – SDPAA:

Mr. Drewes was asked by some of the Council members to come back and answer questions with regards to the S.D. Public Assurance Alliance.  Mr. Drewes explained that the equity built up after six years of membership within the pool would be about $46,350.00.  This would come back to the City if they decided to withdraw from the pool less claims paid.  Council inquired about coverage that would include the fireworks display, pancake breakfast, and dances.  Some coverages are based upon receipts of the event such as in the case of a dance.  Some coverages are included, but others can be added as needed.  Currently there are about 320 members within the pool including counties and cities.  Mr. Drewes informed that since inception 24 members have withdrawn from the pool of which 4 have since rejoined, and 5 were disbanded.  Those 15 that left did take equity with them after claims were paid.  He also explained that if the City of Faith were to have joined the Pool, the distribution back to the City of Faith for the next year would be almost $3,000.00.  Mr. Drewes asked the Council for questions; Council had none at this time.  Mayor Haines thanked Mr. Drewes for coming back to clarify the coverage.

Fairgrounds Usage: 

Mayor Haines asked Eric Bogue to explain the options with the fairgrounds.  Mr. Bogue relayed that if municipal property is to be used for financial gain, then it should be bid out.  Ideally to the benefit of the City, any use of City property should be bid out; however, usage of the fairgrounds could be viewed as an employer/employee contract.  Inghram made motion, seconded by Stocklin to have a quasi employer/employee contract drawn up with Arlen Hulm for use of the fairgrounds in exchange for maintaining the premise.  Mr. Bogue stated that that any contract will have the description of work and property description included.  Inghram would like the fairgrounds usage not to change under a contract with Arlen Hulm that would permits usage to include High School Rodeo, 4H Rodeo, and Stock Show.  Mr. Bogue explained that the council has to weigh the risks and benefits involved with regards to the usage of the fairgrounds as they make their decision.  Much discussion was held on liability issues concerning the usage of the fairgrounds whether it is used for ropings, paid admission usages, or general public usage.  Mr. Bogue suggested creating a waiver release of liability form for usage of the fairgrounds.  Motion carried.

A contract will be drafted for Council approval.  

Quote for Sound System:

Ayres presented a quote from Amick Sound for a new sound system for the Community Center.  The quote is for $9,175.00 with vendor recommended extras for $1,360.00.  Total cost is $10,535.00.  Discussion was held on the quality of the current sound system.  Murray believes that this type of system should have been put in first off.  Mayor Haines suggested to surplus the old system to see if we can get what we paid for it.  Selby made motion, seconded by Murray to accept the quote from Amick Sound, Inc. for $10,535.00 with funds coming out of the Community Development Fund.  Inghram – no.  Motion carried.  Murray made motion, seconded by Walker to surplus the old sound system.  Inghram – no.  Motion carried.  Stocklin made motion, seconded by Walker to appoint Chris Murray, Mark Gustafson, and Ace Inghram as appraisers.  Inghram and Murray abstained.  Motion carried.  Murray made motion, seconded by Stocklin to take bids for the sound system on Janurary 4, 2004.  Motion carried.    

Executive Session – Litigation:

Murray made motion, seconded by Walker to retire to executive session at 7:43 P.M. to discuss litigation.   Motion carried.


Mayor Haines declared the Council out of executive session at 8:38 P.M.

Selby made motion, seconded by Walker to authorize Eric Bogue to enter into settlement negotiations not to exceed $2,820.00 with Albright Construction as long as payment to local vendors are made simultaneous pending final settlement payment. Murray and Selby voted no.  Motion carried.

2005 Wages:

Mayor Haines stated that the State’s raise is 2.6%.  Walker made motion, seconded by Stocklin to approve a 2.6% raise for all employees except Josh Mackaben and Debbie Brown who will receive 100% family insurance instead.  Ambulance personnel taking backup on-call will receive $1.00 per hour.  Motion carried.

Murray made motion, seconded by Stocklin to approve purchasing $20.00 gift certificates for all employee families instead of having a Christmas Party.  Certificates can be picked up at the City Office.  Motion carried. 

Executive Session – Personnel:

Murray made motion, seconded by Walker retire to executive session at 9:05 P.M. to discuss personnel.  Motion carried.


Mayor Haines declared the Council out of executive session at 9:48 P.M.

Other Items (No Action Taken):

Ayres informed that there was a conference call with Sonnek Engineering and Jerry Spethman almost 2 weeks ago regarding the wind turbine project.  Dan Sonnek explained that there is a way to model the wind data from prior years usage climate data.  More information will be available at the next council meeting.  Discussion was held on steps needed to take to move forward with the project.  

Ayres also explained that WAPA has put City of Faith on a waiting list for two anemometers.  These should be available by spring.

Ayres informed that the Snow Removal Building specs have been approved by the FAA and S.D. Department of Transportation – Aeronautics.  Mayor Haines would like to set a bid date at the next meeting.

Murray informed that Kris Escott has put in her two weeks notice at the bar.  Advertisement for the position will be in this week’s paper.  He also explained that a new supplier of product for the fryer had to be sought since the prior supplier does not service this area any longer.

Stocklin inquired about the nuisances and vehicles on the streets.  Ayres will visit with Mr. Bogue on what the next step is on nuisances.  Council suggested talking to Lead or Sioux Falls on what ordinances they have with regards to motor vehicles on the streets.

Selby made motion, seconded by Stocklin to adjourn.  Motion carried.
