Inghram made motion, seconded by Afdahl to approve all claims as presented.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.  

Visitors:

Allan Lynch asked the Council if he needed their approval for the use of the fairgrounds.  Debbie Brown stated she had talked with the City Lawyer and the lease with the Stock Show states approval needs to be with Stock Show.
Edward Raventon & Image Nation:

Image Nation was not able to attend the Council Meeting and would like to reschedule for the next Council meeting.  Edward Raventon showed the Council a slide show on different types of sculptures and ideas.  

Amend By-Laws for Exhibit Board:

Ron Frame presented the Council with a change in the by-laws that were previously approved 8 –06.  Merriman made a motion, seconded by Inghram to approve the amended by-laws for the Exhibit Board.  Motion carried.

Grant Workshop:

Ron Frame would like to attend a Red Cross grant workshop in Rapid City April 26, 2007.  Afdahl made a motion, seconded by Merriman to approve Ron Frame to attend the grant workshop.  Motion carried.

Display Case Donation:

A letter was sent asking for a donation to the display case that is going to be installed in the Community Center to house the trophy’s from the Faith School.  Afdahl made a motion, seconded by Inghram to approve giving a donation of $250 toward the display case.  Motion carried.

Bucket Truck:

A 1995 FL70 Freightliner Bucket Truck was found on E-bay at $34,000.00.  The City followed the rules under the exemption of bidding by receiving three quotes of a like vehicle.  Three quotes were received at $39,900 but those vehicles didn’t have all the features that the one on E-bay had, including over center, power jib, footage of boom, and lower mileage.  The addition of those missing features to the quoted vehicles would raise those quotes to an average of $43,000.  These revised quotes places the cost of the E-Bay vehicle at less than 80% of the quoted vehicles and therefore a substantial savings to the City.  Inghram made a motion, seconded by Afdahl to approve the purchase of the Bucket Truck.  Motion carried.  Gordie Collins had went with Jon Collins to look the truck over.  Afdahl made a motion, seconded by Merriman to approve paying Gordie Collins $300 for going with Jon Collins and inspecting the truck.  Motion carried.  Dupper would also like the council to look at purchasing a small bucket truck that the state shop has which is going to be for sale this year.  Council told Donn to watch for it and if it listed for around $2,000 they advised Donn to notify the council/finance officer for immediate consideration.

Park and Cemetery Mowing:

Donn Dupper would like the City to bid out the mowing for the park and the cemetery.  Council agreed to bid out the cemetery mowing and park mowing with cleaning bathrooms.

Prairies Dogs:

Selby brought up he has been asked what is going to be done on the prairie dog issue at the dump ground.  Council stated the problem will be taken care of.

Approve 2004 – 2005 Audit:

Selby made a motion, seconded by Afdahl to approve the 2004 – 2005 Audit. Motion carried.

ICS 300 Training:

Mike Merriman stated that there is going to be an ICS 300 training to be held in Faith for some of the City employees, City Council, Officers of  the Fire Department and maybe a few others needing to take the course.  This training is needed to be qualified for certain things.  A grant will cover the expenses for the course.  The training will be held May 11 – 13, 2007.

Emergency Operations Plan:

Mike Merriman stated that an Emergency Operations Plan needed to be in place and the Council needs to approve being National Incident Management System (NIMS) compliant.  Inghram made a motion, seconded by Afdahl to approve the Emergency Operations Plan being NIMS compliant.  Motion carried.

Election Clerk Change:

Lou Ann Steen told Debbie Brown she would not be able to sit as an election clerk.  Marva Gilleland was asked to take her place.  Inghram made a motion, seconded by Merriman to approve Marva Gilleland as election clerk for April 10, 2007 election.  Motion carried.

Building Permits:

A building permit was submitted by Raymond and Bette Ross on Lot 9, S1/2 of Lot 10, Block 15 to replace a fence.  Afdahl made a motion, seconded by Merriman to approve Raymond and Bette Ross’s building permit.  Motion carried.

A building permit was submitted by Bret Eaton on Lots 2, 3 and 4 of Golden Addition of Block 3 to build an addition.  Selby made a motion, seconded by Afdahl to approve Bret Eaton’s building permit.  Motion carried.

Discuss Air Cleaner in the Bar:


Tabled.

Job Descriptions:

Council reviewed and discussed job descriptions needing to be changed.  Council will look them over and either create a committee to work on changes or ask Eric Bogue and Debbie Brown to work on it together.

Executive Session - Personnel:

Afdahl made a motion, seconded by Inghram to retire to executive session at 8:45 PM to discuss personnel.  Motion carried.


Mayor Haines declared the Council out of executive session at 9:45.  

Job Openings:

Selby made a motion, seconded by Inghram to accept the recommendation on personnel matters of the Building Committee.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.

Inghram made a motion, seconded by Afdahl to re-advertise for a Janitor stating hours and wages are negotiable.  Motion carried.

There was a vacancy at the Lone Tree Bar so an advertisement was put in for part-time bartenders. Selby made a motion, seconded by Merriman to approve the advertisement.  Motion carried.

Other Items to Discussed:

Merriman updated the Council on the Fire Department.  Only a few more items are needed to be done to be ready for the fire code rating.  A lot of gear has been purchased and the trucks that are being repaired are completed.  Water problems were discussed for the future in case of fires.


Selby stated he stopped in at Tri County Water and talked with Urp Fisher about the water shortage issue.  Selby stated the concerns of the City of Faith.
Merriman made a motion, seconded by Afdahl to adjourn.  Motion carried.
