OTHER MATTERS DISCUSSED:

Scott Norberg /Building Projects:

Mr. Norberg explained that the gym floor is being finished; trim and ramps still need to be completed.  Everyone should stay off the floor for a full week.  He has performed an inspection of the offices, bathrooms, community room, and concession area.  There is a punch list of items that need to be completed by the contractors.  The coping should be in place the last week of December, the plumber should be finishing up on Wednesday, and the landscaper has some work left.  The bleachers will hopefully be completed before January 22nd for the girl’s conference tournament.  He explained that there are some outstanding bills that came in late such as porta potties, concrete work, mechanical, electrical, and sand.  Mr. Norberg would like approval from the Council to pay claims of up to $50,000.00.  Murray made motion, seconded by Stocklin to authorize payments on outstanding claims for the building of up to $50,000.00.  Motion carried.

Mr. Norberg updated the Council on the progress on the Public Safety Building.  He has submitted a letter of intent to the Meade County Commissioners to put in an emergency generator at a cost of $95,000.00.  This would power up not only the Public Safety Building but also an air handler in the community center with some power for lights and outlets for communication.  There is Homeland Security dollars available to pay for this if the Commissioners approve it.  Earlier today, a meeting was held between Eagle Butte Tribal Leaders and City Officials to discuss 911 systems.  The next steps to pursue E-991 for the area include completing a letter of intent for grant dollars and seeking letters of support from area county commissioners.  He also explained that there is a grant available from the SDDOT in order to incorporate a visitor’s center with parking lot to the Public Safety Building.  The Public Safety Building Committee has met and has tentatively chosen a plan, but they would like to see the affects the SDDOT grant could have on the building design.

Mayor  Haines relayed that the meeting in Eagle Butte was a good one and he and Ayres plan on visiting with the Meade County Commissioners again on Friday.

2004 Fuel Purchases:

Last year, Council decided to rotate fuel purchases between M&D Food Shop and Farmer’s Union Oil.  Ayres presented a fuel purchases schedule for 2004 to be approved.  Inghram would like to see the City start taking quotes again for fuel purchases.  Some discussion was held on how much could be saved.  Inghram made motion to ask for quotes on fuel purchases for 2004.  Motion failed due to a lack of a second.  Harper made motion, seconded by Murray to rotate fuel purchases as presented beginning with M&D Food Shop for January 2004.  Inghram – no.  Motion carried.

Pole Vault Pit:

Mayor Haines informed that he has been asked by some who have donated money to the floor as to why a pole vault pit needs to be in the gym.  He has also visited with Derksen Flooring about it; they have indicated that there will be a difference in the floor height once it is installed.  Karen Hump relayed that she has not talked with anyone who is in favor of putting the pit in the wood floor.  Much discussion was held on keeping the pit in the school gym.  Varland explained that the current pit is too close to the bleachers which is a safety hazard.  She also reiterated that if there were ever a lack of supervision, there would be no more vaulting in the community center.  Council asked for the architect’s opinion of the circumstances.  Mr. Norberg relayed that initially the pole vault pit was not designed to be a part of the floor.  There had been some discussion with the cement contractor with school officials to cut in the box at no cost.  This was never done.  In the wood floor contract, Derksen was supposed to work around the pit and frame it in.  It was not their responsibility to cut the concrete and set the box.  Stocklin asked about the damage that could be done if the box was put in the floor now.  Mr. Norberg assured that no damage would be done to the floor.  Council would like more information on costs and public opinion of the issue.  No action taken.

Approve Additional Ambulance Drivers:

Ayres relayed that the Ambulance Director had arranged an EVOC course and had three individuals who passed.  He would like these people approved.  Being that the Ambulance Director was not present for questions and there was no evidence that these people had passed the course, Council tabled the issue until next meeting.

Community Building Rental Rates:

The Committee is still working on this issue.  Varland shared the rates for the legion hall.  Mayor Haines explained that there should be no charge to governmental entities if they want to use the Community Room.

Community Center Open House:

Council would like the open house to be the first Saturday in February.

Liquor Store/ Bar Hours:

Council discussed the financials of the Lone Tree Bar and Package Store.  Council is in favor of changing the hours and creating two part-time positions.  Mayor Haines would like a job description drawn up for Council review for the first meeting in January.

2004 Wages:

Mayor Haines indicated he would like to see a 2.85% increase in wages except for those employees that are not performing.  

Walker made motion, seconded by Murray to retire to executive session at 9:25 P.M.  Motion carried.

Inghram made motion, seconded by Walker to come out of executive session at 10:08 P.M.  Motion carried.

Council will finalize wages for 2004 at the next meeting.

Committee Reports:

Christmas Party:  Walker explained that Chances R is interested in hosting the party for $10 a plate.  Frankie Harper said that ham, roast beef, potato, salad bar, and a vegetable will be served.  Mayor Haines asked about a $2 ticket for drinks given out for each person.  Frankie indicated that this would be ok.  Stocklin made motion, seconded by Varland to approve having the Christmas Party at Chances R on January 9th with $10 per plate and $2 drink tickets; one per person.  Motion carried.

Stocklin made motion, seconded by Harper to adjourn.  Motion carried.
