The Common Council for the City of Faith, South Dakota met in regular session on May 6, 2003 at 7:00 P.M. in the Council Room of the Municipal Building. Mayor Haines called the meeting to order, called roll call, and led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Councilmembers present:  Stocklin, Murray, Clifton, Inghram, Severyn, and Lightfield.

Others in attendance were:  Mike Fisher, Ann Varland, Paul Harper, Ace Inghram, Annelle Afdahl, Leroy & Jane Scofield, and Shane Ayres.

Lightfield made motion, seconded by Clifton to approve the agenda taking out Committee Appointments and Other Appointments and adding City Clean Up.  Motion carried.

Clifton made motion, seconded by Inghram to approve the minutes from the April 15, 2003 meeting with the following correction:  Arrears List:  Motion should read; Severyn made motion, seconded by Inghram to adhere to the ordinance in regards to the collection of utility bills with no more arrangements being allowed beyond the current month the bills are due.  Motion carried.

OLD BUSINESS:

Retirement – James Selby:

Inghram made motion seconded by Lightfield to pay James Selby’s insurance premium through June, 2003 and allowing for $75.00 towards planning a retirement party for him.  Motion carried.  The finance office will work with Mr. Selby on a date for the party.

NEW BUSINESS:

Oaths Administered:

Shane Ayres administered the oaths of office to Mayor Glen Haines and Councilmember Paul Harper.

Mayor Haines thanked Art Clifton, Carolyn Severyn, and Charmagne Lightfield for their years of service to the City of Faith.

Appointment Councilmember Ward Two:

Mayor Haines appointed Annabelle Varland to the seat of Councilmember Ward Two.  Murray made motion, seconded by Stocklin to approve the appointment.  Motion carried.

Oath Administered:

Shane Ayres administered the oath of office to Councilmember Annabelle Varland.

Election of Officers:

Stocklin made motion, seconded by Harper to nominate Chris Murray as President of the Council.  Motion carried.  Stocklin made motion, seconded by Inghram that a unanimous vote be cast and nominations cease.  Motion carried.  Murray was elected President.

Inghram made motion, seconded by Stocklin to nominate Paul Harper as Vice President of the Council.  Motion carried.  Inghram made motion, seconded by Stocklin that a unanimous vote be cast and nominations cease.  Motion carried.  Harper was elected Vice President.

Designation of Depositories:

Inghram made motion, seconded by Murray to designate Farmers State Bank and Dakota Plains Federal Credit Union as official depositories for the City of Faith.  Motion carried.

Designation of Newpaper:

Inghram made motion, seconded by Stocklin to designate the Faith Independent was the official newspaper for the City of Faith.  Motion carried.

Visitors/Other Business:

Annelle Afdahl addressed the Council on the issues concerning the Faith School District.  Discussion was held on the Opt Out, petitioning for a sales tax for the schools, and if the City of Faith could help.  Mayor Haines voiced that Faith should not give up now.  He would like to organize a group to go to Pierre to present an additional sales tax to aid the schools.  More discussion was held.

Ayres informed the Council that he had received a petition to refer the sewer rate resolution to a vote.  After having Cheryl Bogue, the Attorney General, and the Secretary of State’s Office review the petition, it was determined that the petition was not in the proper format and was rejected.  The Scofields, Ms. Afdahl, and Mr. Inghram, voiced their concerns about the increase and how it was not explained why it was necessary.  Stocklin explained that in order to receive any state grant for the sewer system that rates need to be at a certain level.  Mayor Haines also shared several sewer rates around the State of South Dakota and all were at or exceeding $10.00 per month.  After much discussion, it was determined that there may have been some confusion between the electric rate increase and the sewer rate increase.  Mayor Haines relayed are no current plans to increase the sewer rate any higher than in the resolution.

Scott Norberg – Building Bids:

Mr. Norberg informed the Council about the bid opening on April 29, 2003.  There were about 40 contractors.  The precast tilt up concrete bids were also taken on April 17th.  He relayed that out of the bid packages, ten are mandatory and three are optional.  The optional being landscaping, gym equipment, and asphalt paving. Mr. Norberg would recommend the Council take action as follows:

1).  Release the bid bonds of all the contractors who were not low bidders.

2).  Accept the low bids on the Tilt Up Concrete, Rubber Roof, and Structural Steel.

3).  Accept the base bid only on low bids for Masonry and General Construction with consideration of the alternate in the next 30 days.

4).  Table the bids for the gym equipment, plumbing, HVAC, Electrical, Earthwork, Concrete, and Asphalt Paving, pending further review of the budget.

Inghram made motion, seconded by Stocklin to accept the following low bids:

Weathercraft, Co. for the Rubber Roof


Mid America Steel, Inc. for the Structural Steel material only


Albright Construction for the Structural Steel labor and erection only

Motion carried.

Inghram made motion, seconded by Murray to accept the base bid amount only with a 30 day extension to review the alternate portion from


S & S Masonry for the Masonry Work


Albright Construction for the General Construction

Motion carried.

Stocklin made motion, seconded by Murray to table the bids for gym equipment, plumbing, HVAC, Electrical, Earthwork, Concrete, and Asphalt Paving.  Motion carried.

Murray made motion, seconded by Stocklin to release the bid bonds from the contractors who were not low bidders.  Motion carried.

Mr. Norberg will perform further investigation of the bids and make more recommendations at the next meeting.  He expressed that overall he was pleased with the bid results; however, the bidding of a 19 million dollar jail project in Rapid City may have deterred some contractors from bidding.  He went on to say that the gym walls could be up by July 4th.

Mayor Haines informed about the pre-construction meeting for the Highway/Main Street Project in Belle Fourche.  The project is scheduled to begin May 19th.  Main Street will be tore up for about five weeks with it being closed to traffic for about a week or two.

City Haying:

Varland made motion, seconded by Stocklin to advertise for bids to be taken separately and all together for the haying of the lagoon, airport, cemetery, and Durkee Lake.  Motion carried.  Bids will be opened at the meeting on June 3rd. 

High Speed Internet Service:

Ayres informed the Council that he has been receiving interest especially from Faith businesses in the City providing high speed internet access.  He had asked Larry Butler for a cost estimate.  The estimate of $50,000.00 for equipment only would provide the capacity of 96 lines.  Other costs are being looked into such as installation and training, and contracting with Golden West for being the internet service provider.  Mayor Haines would like the utility committee to address the issue as soon as more information is received.

Finance Officer’s School:

Finance Officer’s School will be in Pierre on June 11-13.  Ayres would like to attend.  The costs would be $50.00, rooms, and mileage.  Varland made motion, seconded by Harper to send Ayres to the school.  Motion carried.

Clean Up Day:

Mayor Haines has arranged for May 23rd as Clean Up Day with the Chamber.  Concerns were voiced that that may be a bad day since Memorial Day is observed on the following Monday.  The City will try to arrange a day for the clean up and grill out at the park afterwards.  Mayor Haines would like the garbage committee to meet to discuss landfill hours.  

Stocklin made motion, seconded by Harper to adjourn.  Motion carried.
