Pre-approve Beginning of the Month Claims:
Maxwell made a motion, seconded by Fisher to approve the Finance Office to pay claims at the first of the month that are required to not receive a penalty and any that come up that need immediate attention.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.

Dental Insurance Rates:

Collins made a motion, seconded by Inghram to approve staying with the current company, Companion for dental insurance rates as there was no increase.  Motion carried.

Certified Alcohol Training Program:
Through the SD Retailers, there is a Certified Alcohol Training Program for $250 that might be good to have Patty Hauser take so she can certify the bartenders.  Council will review and discuss at the next meeting.
Paying Ambulance EMT’s Run Time Hours and on call Hours:
Arlen Frankfurth explained that currently when EMT’s are paid for on call hours, you subtract the run time hours from the on call hours.  For instance, if someone was on twenty four on call hours and the EMT went on a run for four hours, four hours would be subtracted from their twenty four hours on call.  The committee had agreed to pay the EMT’s those hours instead of subtracting them when they go on a run but never was approved at a Council Meeting.  Maxwell made a motion, seconded by Inghram to approve paying ambulance EMT’s as described above retroactive to January 1, 2009.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.
Discussion on County Roads North and East of Faith:
Glen Haines, Donn Dupper and Debbie Brown met with the County Commissioners to discuss the need for gravel on the county road north and east of Faith.  The road to the cemetery to the east of Faith is not on the Meade County Road map, so not considered as a county road.  The county road north of Faith is approximately one third city road and two thirds county road.  There has not been any gravel put on the road to the cemetery for many years and the one north of Faith hasn’t had much for ten years.  County Commissioners wants the City to come up with a plan and come back to the Commissioner meeting in March to work something out.  Council discussed a plan.
Ice Machine and Upright Freezer for Liquor Store:

The ice machine at the Lone Tree Bar is not working and a new one is needed right away as ice is being purchased.  Price quotes were received.  Maxwell made a motion, seconded by Fisher to approve purchasing a Manitowoc S Series 322 Ice Cube Machine, aircooled from E. Friedman Associates, an online company for $2,566 and purchase the replacement water filter cartridges for $512 with free shipping upon approval of the liquor committee.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.  An upright freezer is needed at the liquor store.
Laptop Computer for Ambulance/Police:

The laptop computer that Arlen Frankfurth was using will be used in the Exhibit Area for a research area.  Arlen found a laptop computer at Office Max for $500 to be used in the ambulance and police department.  Collins made a motion, seconded by Becker to approve the purchase of the laptop.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.
Fitness Center Membership for Full Time Employees:

Becker made a motion, seconded by Fisher to approve a membership at the Fitness Center for all full time employees at $10 a month a piece.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.

  Update on Ambulance Grant:
After talking with SD Rural Development, if we don’t do a loan with the grant, there is a good possibility of receiving less of a grant or not even receiving the grant.  It was decided to look into other grants and funding opportunities.
Executive Session – Personnel:

Maxwell made a motion, seconded by Collins to retire into executive session at 8:30pm.  Motion carried.


Mayor Haines declared the Council out of executive session at 8:53pm.
Collins made a motion, seconded by Inghram to adjourn.  Motion carried.
