Council agreed that they will pay for the water and electric and have it mowed.  Bushong also asked if the Fitness Center would be able to utilize the old Finance Office area for expanding the Fitness Center as it is being used a lot.  He would be willing to help move out whatever needs moved from the office.  Council agreed that would be fine.

The Liquor Committee met and would like approval for an upright freezer in the range of $500 - $650.  Becker made a motion, seconded by Collins to approve the Committee’s recommendation of purchasing an upright freezer.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.

Council discussed and did some corrections to the new job descriptions for police and ambulance.  The Finance Officer will do the corrections and bring to the next meeting.
