The Common Council for the City of Faith, South Dakota met in special session on March 19, 2007 at 7:15 P.M. in the Community Room of the Community Center. Mayor Haines called the meeting to order, called roll call, and led the Pledge of Allegiance.
Councilmembers present:  Merriman, Sheridan, Inghram, Afdahl and Selby.

Others in Attendance:  Debbie Brown, Loretta Passolt, Brian Maloney, Ron Frame and Sandy Rasmussen.

Selby made a motion, seconded by Inghram to approve the agenda.  Motion carried.

Pavement around Public Safety Building:

When the State bid the highway project coming through Faith, the City asked to be on the bid for pavement around the Public Safety Building.  The bids came in lower than what was expected at $30,870.60.  Afdahl made motion, seconded by Selby to accept the bid for paving around the Public Safety Building.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.  

Janitor Trade Show:  

Afdahl stated that the Building Committee met with LouAnn Steen and recommended sending LouAnn to the Janitor Trade Show as she is looking for a cart to haul the cleaning supplies around the Community Center.  Afdahl stated it’s also a good place to get ideas on different cleaning items since LouAnn used to talk with Dave Gebhart before he retired.  Afdahl made motion, seconded by Merriman to send LouAnn to the Trade Show. Two yes votes, three no votes.  Motion failed.

Charging For Use of Gym:

Council will look over some of the other town’s charging and agreements and bring to another meeting.

Quote on Sidewalk Repair:

Mayor Haines talked with Bob Linn to make sure his quote that the Council received on March 7, 2007 included cement and Linn stated it did.  Selby made a motion, seconded by Inghram to accept Bob Linn’s quote of $715 to repair sidewalk in front of the Community Center.  Motion carried.

Upkeep on City Buildings:

Some bids need to be taken on painting the gym.  Afdahl will get some advise on how to write up the bid specifications.  Council will keep an eye out for a lift to be used in the gym.  Some painting and repair also needs to be done at the Municipal Building.  Specifications and dates will be discussed at a later meeting.

Generator to Police Radios:

Selby made a motion, seconded by Inghram to have the City crew wire one plug in and one light in the police office from the generator from the telephone switch.  Motion carried.

Election Clerks:

Debbie Brown asked the Council to approve Sonja Gebhart, Claudine Afdahl and LouAnn Steen as Election Clerks at the April 10, 2007 Municipal Election.  Merriman made a motion, seconded by Sheridan to approve the Election Clerks. Afdahl abstained. Motion carried.

Election Clerk Wages:

Brown stated that most Cities are paying their Clerks around $100 and an extra $10 for a Election School held at the City Office.  Selby made a motion, seconded by Sheridan to approve $110 for the Election Clerks.  Afdahl abstained.  Motion carried.

SD Chief’s Association Meeting:

A SD Chief’s Association Meeting will be held April 25th through 27th.  Inghram made a motion, seconded by Afdahl to allow Arlen Frankfurth to attend the SD Chief’s Association Meeting.  Motion carried.

District 10 Meeting:

The District 10 Meeting will be held in Lemmon this year and anyone from the Council needs to let the Finance Office if they are going before April 2, 2007.

Lottery Transfers:

The current transfers to the three savings accounts from the lottery money monthly has $42,229.80 in Fixed Assets, $31,582.79 in General Government Building and $27,313.49 in Community Development.  With the upcoming Community Development projects with “Sue” the dinosaur coming in 2008, the Community Development needs to have more money in it.  Inghram made a motion, seconded by Selby to change Community Development to 75%, Fixed Assets to 10% and General Government Building to 15% as of April 1, 2007.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.

Selby made a motion, seconded by Sheridan to adjourn.  Motion carried.
