OTHER MATTERS DISCUSSED:

Pole Vault Pit in Community Center:

Terry Mayer addressed the Council in regards to information he had provided on indoor pole vaulting in South Dakota.  Mayor Haines inquired about hiring a second track coach to supervise during practices.  Mr. Mayer assured that no one will be pole vaulting in the community center unless Mr Schauer or Mr. Walker is supervising.  He also relayed that the school liability insurance will cover school pole vaulters in the community center.  Upon inquiries regarding equipment, Mr. Mayer assured that no poles will be left at the community center.  Varland made motion, seconded by Inghram to allow a pole vault pit in the community center.  During discussion, Mr. Mayer said that the pit will be installed at no cost to the city.  Murray would like to include that if there ever is a time where vaulters are not supervised, pole vaulting will no longer be allowed in the community center.  Mr. Mayer agreed.  Varland made motion, seconded by Stocklin to amend the prior motion to state that the pole vault pit is allowed but if there is an instance where vaulters are not supervised, pole vaulting will no longer be allowed in the community center.  Motion carried.

Scott Norberg – Building Project:

Mr. Norberg relayed that finishing operations are beginning in the community center such as painting, installation of windows and doors, and drywall work.  He explained that bids will be taken for the wood floor on November 4th at 7:35 P.M.  Walker asked about a leak in the gym.  Mr. Norberg explained that the leak seems to be coming from where the curb meets the air handling unit.  It has not been fixed yet, but Weathercraft will come back and repair it.  As far as the units are concerned, they will not be turned on until the building is substantially complete.  A few council members had been asked about the roof.  Mr. Norberg explained that the roof price is not that much above the cost of a flat roof.  The reason for the roof design is to draw attention and tone down the effect the size of the gym would have on the rest of the building.

Inghram made motion, seconded by Murray to approve the pay request.  Motion carried.

Mr. Norberg commended Donn Dupper’s crew on the great job they have done on earthwork.  He expects an approximate move in date of November 15th.

Executive Session – Possible Litigation:

Walker made motion, seconded by Stocklin to retire to executive session at 7:41 P.M.  Motion carried.

Inghram made motion, seconded by Murray to come out of executive session at 8:00 P.M.  Motion carried.

Walker made motion, seconded by Stocklin to authorize Mr. Bogue to proceed in the process of settling ownership of the acreage at Durkee Lake.  Motion carried.

Employee Health Insurance:

Ayres informed the Council that the current group health insurance plan cost will increase about 35%.  The current plan would cost the City $17,099.28 more next year.  He presented various options on deductibles and coinsurances.  After much discussion, Stocklin made motion, seconded by Harper to approve going with the Dakotacare Select $1000 deductible 80/20 plan with $1500 coinsurance.  Murray – no, Inghram – no, Walker – no, Varland – yes, Harper – yes, Stocklin – yes.  Mayor Haines voted no.  Motion failed.  Mayor Haines would like all full time employees to attend a special meeting on October 30th at 6:30 P.M. to discuss health insurance.

Rental Rates for Community Center:

Council discussed options on renting out the different rooms of the Community Center.  Mayor Haines appointed Harper, Murray, and Inghram to research rates and make a recommendation in the coming months.

DSL Rates:

Ayres presented options as far as rates for DSL services including tiered residential and business rates and also charging for installation and purchase of a modem.  Discussion was held on installation rates with regards to charging a flat rate or hourly rate.  Ayres will obtain more information as to what other providers charge.

Landfill Rates:

Council discussed landfill rates with regards to non-residents.  The current rate is $180.00 per year and was set with consideration of NWRL Association’s fees.  Since Faith is no longer part of the association, Ayres suggested changing the rate and offering quarterly memberships since some non-residents do not need to use the landfill all year.  Inghram suggested keeping the rate at $180.00 per year with a quarterly rate of $45.00.  Council was in agreement.  Ayres will prepare a resolution for the next meeting.

Arrears List:

Council reviewed and discussed the Arrears List.  

Committee Reports:

There were no committee reports. 

Varland made motion, seconded by Inghram to adjourn.  Motion carried.
