Software for Web Site:
Merriman would like the City to purchase “Dream Weaver 8” software to help construct the “City” and “Sue” website.  Murray made motion, seconded by Selby to purchase “Dream Weaver 8” software at approximately $400.  Motion carried.

Mileage Rate:
