Kathy Grant – Emergency Management:

Kathy Grant handed out a brochure and talked with the Council on what types of things she is available for.  The Council asked her some questions on some of the fires and how communication wasn’t handled well.  Merriman stated that there needs to be direct communication from the fireman on scene and her office.  It was also asked of her if they would call for a plane to help put out fires would that happen.  Kathy Grant was going to see what could be done to fix the problem.  She stated that the Council needed to contact the Commissioners directly for the plane situation and some of their questions.  She suggested that they meet with the Commissioners at their next meeting.

Approve Purchase of Vacuum Cleaner:

A Dyson Vacuum Cleaner for $399 was purchased for the Cheyenne Center.  Another vacuum for the Community Center will not need to be purchased as one can be shared in the building.  Merriman made motion, seconded by Sheridan to approve the purchase of the vacuum cleaner.

Transportation Meeting:

July 25, 2006 a Transportation Meeting will be held in Rapid City at the Civic Center at 7:30pm.  Mayor Haines would like someone to represent the City at this meeting.

Update on Ambulance Bid:

The office of Midwest Vehicle Professionals e-mailed the mileage on the ambulance as 58,988 and the bid includes delivery to Faith.  Merriman made a motion, seconded by Sheridan to accept the bid from Midwest Vehicle Professionals at $45,000 taking the money from Capital Outlay and Fixed Assets.  All yes votes, motion carried.
Experience Works:

A representative from Experience Works stopped by the Finance Office and explained that the City could have a person over the age of 65 work in the Cheyenne Center for 20 hours a week and the City would have to pay nothing.  Allen Talley has been approached to take the position. Selby made a motion, seconded by Sheridan to sign the contract with Experience Works.  Motion carried.

Appoint Joel Afdahl to Committees:

Sheridan made a motion, seconded by Selby to appoint Joel Afdahl to the committees that Tony Clark was on.  Motion carried.

Approve Purchase of Air Conditioners:

The central air conditioner at the bar quit and the window unit in the police office quit working.  Arlen Frankfurth purchased his at the Faith Lumber Yard and Afdahl’s Appliance quoted around $4,400 for the central air unit.  The only quote was taken from Afdahl’s Appliance since it was an emergency situation and he is the only one in town that installs central air units.  Selby made a motion, seconded by Merriman to accept the purchases of the air conditioner units.  Afdahl abstained.  A phone call was made to Chris Murray who was at the fire since there was not a quorum with Afdahl abstaining.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.
