Gutters on Public Safety Building:

Fred Hulm has looked at the Public Safety Building for gutters and stated it is going to be tough to put them on the building with all the different levels.  After much discussion, Inghram made a motion, seconded by Afdahl to get some quotes for six inch gutters.  Motion carried.

Surveillance System for the Exhibit Area:

Ron Frame, Executive Chamber and Community Development Director, talked with the council about his concerns for the exhibits in the Faith Line Visitors Center.  Frame received one ball park figure for a surveillance system but would like to get some quotes.  Council will look at the quotes at the next meeting.
Memberships for Tourism Associations:
Ron Frame would like to see the City become members of some of the tourism associations.  There would be a lot of benefits to belong to these associations.  There would be help with advertising, web links and other things.  Frame will bring the fees to the next meeting.  Motion carried.
