Building Permit – Dr. Wayne Sletten:

Dr. Sletten submitted a building permit on Outlot Faith, Tract A to relocate a storage building.  Clifton made motion, seconded by Murray to approve the building permit.  Motion carried.

SD Police Chiefs/Sheriffs Joint Meeting:

Chief Frankfurth would like to attend the SD Police Chiefs/Sheriffs Joint Meeting in Watertown on May 28-30, 2003.  Costs would be $40.00 for registration and hotel room.   Lightfield made motion, seconded by Stocklin to approve sending Chief Frankfurth to the South Dakota Police Chiefs/Sheriffs Joint Meeting.  Motion carried.  

Ride-Along Program – Police Policy:


Council reviewed the Ride-Along Program for the Police Policy and Procedures Manual.  

Murray would like the City Attorney to review the policy before it is approved.  Council tabled the policy until then.

Citywide Clean Up:

Council discussed having a citywide clean up again this May with applications to have the City demolish old buildings.  Council would like to work with the Faith Chamber on a clean up day for citizens to pick up trash with a cook out at the park afterwards.  Lightfield made motion, seconded by Stocklin to approve the month of May as Clean Up Month and allow individuals to sign up to have buildings demolished free of charge through May 30, 2003.  Motion carried.

SDML District 10 Meeting:

Mayor Haines relayed that he will be attending the District 10 Meeting in Spearfish on April 23, 2003.  All council members are encouraged to attend.  Murray, Stocklin, Lightfield, and Ayres will also attend.  Anyone else interested must notify the Finance Office by April 18, 2003.

Resignations:

Mayor Haines read the resignations of Carolyn Severyn – Councilmember Ward Three and Charmagne Lightfield – Councilmember Ward Two.  Clifton made motion, seconded by Murray to accept the resignations.  Motion carried.  

Capital Outlay Report:

Ayres presented a report on the Capital Outlay Funds.  The Telephone Fund has increased by $170,230.32 in a little over two years due to the increase in transfers.  Ayres would like to decrease the transfers to telephone capital outlay by $8,250.00 per month to provide additional cash flow while the city is working through the street project and building project.  After the projects are completed, the cash flow will be reassessed and transfers adjusted.  Lightfield made motion, seconded by Stocklin to adjust the telephone capital outlay transfers to $250.00 per month.  Clifton – no.  Motion carried.

Executive Session – Personnel:

Murray made motion, seconded by Stocklin to retire to executive session at 7:55 P.M. to discuss personnel.  Motion carried.

Stocklin made motion, seconded by Lightfield to return to regular session at 8:14 P.M.  Motion carried.

Arrears List:

Council reviewed and discussed the Arrears List.  Inghram voiced concern over individuals taking advantage of making arrangements.  Council would like to see all bills paid up by the end of the month and no arrangements to carry a bill into the following month.  Much discussion was held.  Severyn made motion, seconded by Inghram to adhere to the ordinance in regards to the collection of utility bills with no more arrangements being allowed.  Clifton – no.  Motion carried.

Committee Reports:

Park:  Clifton asked about supplying water to the park for the flowerbed and about new curb and gutter.  Mr. Dupper said he would get the water going soon and is working with Bob Linn on the curb and gutter.

Streets:  Clifton voiced concern over the speed limit in Faith.  People are driving too fast on the roads without consideration for children at play.  Council discussed changing the speed limit and putting up signs.  Ayres suggested looking into the ordinances before taking any immediate action.  

Cemetery:  Stocklin informed that the trees will be in soon.

Building:  Mayor Haines informed that the bid opening for the precast tilt up concrete is on Thursday this week at 4:00 P.M.  Everyone is welcome to come to the bid opening.

Inghram made motion, seconded by Lightfield to adjourn.  Motion carried.
