Arrow Public Transit Bus Service:
Chris Block on behalf of Arrow Public Transit and Richard Collins who has been driving the bus, came to the council to ask for help or ideas to find a driver for the bus.  Richard Collins is wanting to retire from driving the bus.  After much discussion, Mayor Haines appointed Chris Murray, Karen Inghram and Toni Clark to a committee to see what the City can do to help them find a driver.
Chamber – Harlen Ambassadors:

Doris Frankfurth on behalf of the Chamber approached the Council about using the gym for a game with local basketball players and Harlem Ambassadors on October 4, 2006.  Sheridan made a motion, seconded by Murray to waive the fee for the use of the gym and put that towards sponsoring Jim Selby to play.  Motion carried.

Use of Community Center for Summer Basketball Skills:

Toni Vance asked the Council if they would be willing to let her use the gym the same as the Severyn’s did last summer to teach our young kids some basketball skills.  It would be Monday and Thursday’s during June and July.  Council agreed.

Use of Community Center for the Summer of 2008 for “Sue”:

Mayor Haines presented to the council the plan for having the replica of Sue display come to Faith May 5th through September 4th, 2008.  Selby made motion, seconded by Clark to approve to give the Museum Board use of the gym for May 5th through September 5th  , 2008 and the board will provide insurance and security.  Motion carried.
Change Next Meeting Date due to District 10 Meeting in Sturgis:

Selby made motion, seconded by Clark to change the regular Council meeting scheduled for April 18, 2006 to April 17, 2006 and a special Council meeting on April 13, 2006 to do interviews for Utilities II.  Motion carried.

Liquor:

An individual had approached the Mayor about starting a business and wanting a liquor license.  Eric Bogue explained some different ways to get another liquor license since the licenses are all used.  Bogue will check into some of the ideas.  

Animal Control:

Merriman stated that he had been approached about a mean dog that scared a lady.  The dog had gotten off of it’s chain.  Merriman would like to see licensing dogs and also told the council that things will be taken care of differently when the vet station is moved into the new building.

Web Site:

Merriman would like the City of Faith Telephone Company to have a web site that can be accessed for information on DSL and other things.  It will be of no extra cost, Merriman will donate two hours a week to the website.  Council agreed.

Water Update:

Dave Lutz, Brosz Engineering, updated the council on the water study changes that were being made before sending back into the state.

Economic Development:
Mayor Haines would like to go to the Governor’s of Economic Development Conference being held in Pierre April 11 and 12, 2006.  Murray made motion, seconded by Sheridan to approve Glen Haines attending the Governor’s of Economic Development Conference.  Motion carried.

Lake (Shooting Range Area):

Eric Bogue will get the ordinance for allowing firearms in the shooting range area ready for approval.

Clean Up – Autos etc.:

Council asked Eric Bogue what their next step was for the nuisances that they would like to take care of.

Chief of Police meeting in Spearfish:

Arlen Frankfurth would like to go the Chief of Police meeting in Spearfish April 26, 27 and 28, 2006.  Murray made motion, seconded by Sheridan to approve Arlen Frankfurth to go to the Chief of Police meeting in Spearfish April 26, 27 and 28, 2006 as long as there is coverage.  Motion carried.

Bleacher Cleaning before Graduation:

Debbie Brown stated that it would cost too much to have our janitor clean the bleachers and thought it might be a good community project to clean them before graduation.  Some thoughts were talked about.
Bus to District 10 meeting:
Debbie Brown had talked with the Finance Officer from Lemmon about using the Arrow Public Transit Bus if the cost was shared.  The quote that was given was seventy dollars more than it would cost to take one vehicle.  Council agreed not to use the bus service.

Ketel Thorstenson, LLC Audit Proposal and Exhibit Proposal:

The approval of the 2004 – 2005 Audit approved at the January 3, 2006 meeting didn’t include an additional OMB Circular A-133 for the federal funds received over $500,000 in 2005.  The new proposal would be an additional $2500 to $3000 to the original $12,000 proposal.  There would not be any additional fee if Ketel Thorstenson, LLC compiles the 2005 exhibits.  Murray made motion, seconded by Clark to approve the audit proposal from Ketel Thorstenson, LLC and compiling the 2005 exhibits.  Motion carried.

Other Items to be discussed: ( No action taken)

Some of the citizens are wanting to know why the whistle doesn’t blow at noon and ten o’clock p.m.  They would like to see that happen again.

Selby made motion, seconded by Merriman to adjourn.  Motion carried.
