Murray introduced the following resolution and moved for its adoption:

RESOLUTION No. 10-17-06-02

WHEREAS, an initiated measure self-titled as “The J.A.I.L. Amendment” has been designated as Amendment E by the Secretary of State and will appear on the November, 2006 general election ballot; and

WHEREAS, Amendment E would abolish the doctrine of judicial immunity, create a special grand jury with an annual budget of over two million dollars, allow for the creation of special court under the jurisdiction of the special grand jury apart from the Unified Judicial System and would allow for jury nullification (a measure previously submitted to and rejected by the electorate); and

WHEREAS, the stated purpose of Amendment E is to correct the abuse of judicial power; and

WHEREAS, the South Dakota and the United States Constitutions and the laws made pursuant to these Constitutions by publicly elected officials currently provide remedies for the correction of any abuse of the judicial power; and

WHEREAS, Amendment E would subject any person or group of persons who exercise judicial authority, including quasi-judicial actions such as members of zoning boards of adjustment, planning commissions, and municipal governing bodies, to limitless liability; and

WHEREAS, Amendment E prevents public money from being used to defend a public official from a claim brought by the special grand jury, subjecting the official to massive personal liability; and

WHEREAS, a number of groups including the South Dakota Municipal League, the South Dakota Republican and Democratic parties, the South Dakota State Bar, and many others have voiced opposition to Amendment E because of the threat it poses to the judicial system and to public officials; and 

WHEREAS, the Legislature of the State of South Dakota has unanimously approved House Concurrent Resolution 1004 strongly urging the voters of South Dakota to defeat Amendment E “to protect our system of justice, to protect economic development” and “to protect citizens from frivolous lawsuits”; and 


WHEREAS, the Council has determined that Amendment E would be contrary to the best interests of the City of Faith because of the potential damage Amendment E could do to South Dakota’s judicial system and the threat it poses to public servants who serve on many municipal boards, such as the Zoning Board of Adjustment, the Planning Commission, as well as the Faith City Council.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED by the Mayor that the Faith City Council joins with the South Dakota Legislature, the South Dakota Municipal League, and other groups and strongly urges the voters of South Dakota to reject Amendment E when voting at the 2006 general election.

Health Insurance Quotes:

Butler Insurance, with Blue Cross Blue Shield presented their health insurance to the City of Faith and Monie Byrne, with Dakotacare presented their health insurance.  The Council tabled the two insurances until a special meeting to be held on October 24, 2006. 
Interpretive sign report – Edward Raventon:

Since there will be a special meeting on October 24, 2006, the council chose to table until then.

Russ Hendrix – Insurance:

Russ Hendrix with Fischer Rounds & Associates presented an insurance policy for fire fighters and EMS personnel.  Inghram made motion, seconded by Merriman to purchase the Plan 3 of the 3 year prepaid.  Motion carried.
Lighting Project:

In 2007, the State of South Dakota will be doing resurfacing through Faith on Highway 212 and can at the same time do more street lighting with the City only having to pay 20%.  Inghram made a motion, seconded by Selby to approve three more lights south and three more lights east.  Motion carried.  At the same time the state will be putting in some curb and gutter and the sidewalk will go in on the east side of Highway 73 with the City paying ½.
Direct Payment Module:

Debbie Brown has been asked by a few customers if they could pay their City bills by direct payment.  The software for the direct payment module within utility billing would cost $795.  Some council members were interested in checking into a credit card machine.  Issue was tabled until more information is received.
Lottery Percentages:

Inghram made a motion, seconded by Merriman to change the current lottery percentages that was approved in Resolution No.  04-17-06-02 and change Fixed Assets to 10% and Community Development to 65% and leave GGB at 25%.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.
Transfer Money for Ambulance:
On July 18, 2006, the Council approved to transfer the $45,000 from Capital Outlay and Fixed Assets, but since we already have budgeted $30,000 for an ambulance this year, we could just take the difference from the $30,000 and take $15,000 out of Capital Outlay.  Afdahl made motion, seconded by Murray to approve transferring only $15,000 from Capital Outlay.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.
Update on Filter System in the Bar:

Joel Afdahl stated that the filter system that used to be in the Wrangler would probably work in the bar.  Council agreed to have Joel make an offer to Dave Fisher for the filter system and install it.

Building Permit:

Alvin & Nellie Isaacs submitted a building permit for an addition and remodeling on Lot 7 & 8, Block 26.  Murray made motion, seconded by Selby to approve the building permit for Alvin & Nellie Isaacs.  Motion carried.
Update on Electric Study:

Selby made motion, seconded by Afdahl to approve the rate changes that were suggested by Missouri River Energy Services in their rate study that was presented at the October 3, 2006 meeting.  Motion carried.  The rates will go into effect January 1, 2007.

Shed at Shop Yard:

Some discussion was held in regards to the damage to the shop in the city yards since the storm damaged the side wall.  Donn Dupper will look into the ideas.
EMT & Fire List:
Murray made a motion, seconded by Inghram to approve adding Melitta Martin on the Fire Department and Allan McGinnis as EMT.  Motion carried.
