The Common Council for the City of Faith, South Dakota met in regular session on February 3, 2003 at 7:00 P.M. in the Council Room of the Municipal Building. Mayor Haines called the meeting to order, called roll call, and led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Council members present:  Stocklin, Inghram, Severyn, and Lightfield.

Council members absent:  Murray and Clifton.

Others in attendance were:  Donn Dupper, Kelly & Lorna Shoemaker, Arlen & Cindy Frankfurth, Verna Steen, Annelle Afdahl, Shawn Peterson, Terry Bottjen, Merle Vig, Gordie Collins, Aldene Carmichael, Garnet Gaaskjolen, Dave Lutz, and Shane Ayres.

Lightfield made motion, seconded by Stocklin to approve the agenda with the addition of Land Purchase.  Motion carried.

Inghram made motion, seconded by Stocklin to approve the minutes from the January 21, 2003 meeting.  Motion carried.

MATTERS DISCUSSED:

Merle Vig – Water Line Assessment:

Mr. Vig had talked to Bigler and he is trying to lease out his business, therefore he 

would not be pouring any concrete.  Mr. Vig relayed that two parties have hooked 

up to the line and not paid, one payment was reimbursed, and he put in his own 

line and paid the assessment.  He believes he should be reimbursed.  Mayor 

Haines explained that if any of Mr. Vig’s property were to be sold, he would 

recoup his assessment through the sale of his property.  Stocklin supports the committee’s decision not to reimburse Mr. Vig.  Stocklin made motion not to reimburse Mr. Vig based upon the decision by the Utilities Committee.  Motion failed due to a lack of a second.  Severyn made motion, seconded by Lightfield to reimburse Mr. Vig one quarter of the assessment.  Lightfield – yes.  Severyn – yes.  Stocklin – no.  Inghram – no.  Mayor Haines broke the tie with a no vote.  Motion failed.  Mayor Haines sent the issue back to committee and Mr. Vig will measure the footage of the property being sold.  The topic will be on the February 18th or March 4th meeting depending on which date works best for Mr. Vig.

Kelly & Lorna Shoemaker – Electric Service:


Mayor Haines informed that Moreau Grand has agreed to allow the City of Faith 

to service electricity to Shoemakers.  Easements will need to be obtained from 

other property owners and the cost for a pole and security light would be $150.00.  

The Shoemakers would be willing to sign an easement for the City for future 

electric needs at the landfill.  Inghram made motion, seconded by Severyn to 

approve servicing the Shoemakers with electricity as long as they grant the City an easement along their property.  Motion carried.

Shawn Peterson – Health Insurance:


Dakotacare reported that as long as the City finds her eligible for insurance, they 

have no problem with enrolling Ms. Peterson in the group plan.  The entire premium would be deducted from her check; therefore, there is no cost to the City.  Severyn made motion, seconded by Lightfield to approve adding Shawn Peterson to the group health insurance plan with the entire premium to be deducted from her check.  Inghram – no.  Motion carried.

Police Department:


Mayor Haines informed that a computer from the Finance Office could be moved 

down to the Police Department.

Quotes for a new paging system were discussed.  Quotes were as follows:


Western Communications:  $1,914.36.


Rushmore Communications:  $2,743.50.


Inghram made motion, seconded by Stocklin to accept the quote from Western 

Communications for $1,914.36.  Motion carried.

Stocklin also informed that the letter for the grant was received and the city will 

be receiving a check for $2,250.00.  Cost for the City portion has been brought 

down from $1,136.00 to $676.00.

Chief Frankfurth brought an addition to the Policy and Procedures Manual 

concerning road spikes.  Mayor Haines would like that added to the next meeting 

for approval.

Land Purchase:


Mayor Haines has visited with VerHoevens about the purchase of the land south  

of the community building site.  He informed that they would agree to sell the land for $5,000.00.  Stocklin made motion, seconded by Lightfield to purchase the land from VerHoevens for $5,000.00.  Motion carried.

Executive Session – Personnel:


Lightfield made motion, seconded by Stocklin to retire to executive session at 

7:35 P.M. to discuss personnel.  Motion carried.


Stocklin made motion, seconded by Lightfield to return to regular session at 8:05 

P.M.  Motion carried.

Inghram made motion, seconded by Lightfield to give Terry Bottjen a 5% raise  retroactive to January 1, 2003, to remove all items pertaining to billing from the Ambulance Director job description, and to approve the ambulance running on a 2-man crew until another solution is found to insure that the director is taking all of his days off.  Mayor Haines made clear that this means there will not be 24 hour ALS Service until addition funding can be sought.  Motion carried.

Stocklin made motion, seconded by Inghram to adjourn.  Motion carried.
