Becker made a motion, seconded by Afdahl to approve issuing a temporary on-sale liquor license for the Faith Community Center as allowed by SDCL 35-4-14.2 on May 9, 2008.  Four -  yes votes.  Inghram – no.  Motion carried. 

Billboards and Other Advertising – Sue:

Ron Frame presented to the Council different locations for billboard advertising in the eastern part of the state and also one by Sturgis.  Becker made a motion, seconded by Rasmussen to approve one near Sturgis through Starlight Motel, at $1942.86 for six months.  Four yes votes.  Inghram – no.  Motion carried.  Afdahl made motion, seconded by Rasmussen to accept the billboard mile marker 377.14 east through Lamar.  Four yes votes.  Inghram – no.  Motion carried.

An advertisement will go out in seven different Junior Rodeos at $130 for a full page ad.  Afdahl made a motion, seconded by Becker to approve the advertisement.  Four yes votes.  Inghram – no.  Motion carried.

Porta Potties – Sue:

After the motion failing at the last meeting, the quote for Porta Potties from the CRST, the proposal was brought in front of the Council for reconsideration for the summer while the T-Rex exhibit is here.  Rasmussen made a motion, seconded by Fisher to approve the quote of 10 units at $150 a month with them being cleaned three times a week.  Four - yes votes. Inghram – no.  Motion carried.

Grant for Walking Path:

Shawn Peterson, on behalf of the Horizon’s II group, is wanting permission from the City to utilize City land near the sports complex and to the Faith Community Center and back to the sports complex.  The Horizon’s II group could write the grant through Wellmark for things to do with health and a walking path would be an excellent idea.  A letter of intent is the first step in the grant process then a more precise plan can be in place.  Rasmussen made motion, seconded by Becker to allow the use of City land with a plan in place in the second phase.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.  Council would like to see the group get two different quotes on the material for a walking path.

SD Police Chief Spring Conference – April 23-25:

Arlen Frankfurth would like to attend the SD Police Chief meeting in Sioux Falls on April 23-25.  He would be riding with an out of town officer and they would like to go the night before.  Rasmussen made a motion, seconded by Afdahl to approve Frankfurth to attend the Spring Conference.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.

Law Enforcement Liability Seminar:

There is a Law Enforcement Liability Seminar held in Rapid City on April 4, 2008.  You have to apply to this seminar and only so many are accepted.  If accepted, Arlen Frankfurth approached the Council on being able to attend this seminar also.  Mayor Haines stated that at one time it was stated that an employee would attend one workshop a year.  After much discussion, Rasmussen made a motion, seconded by Afdahl to approve Arlen to attend the seminar if accepted.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.

City Pick-Up:

At the last Council meeting, Donn Dupper stated that the City Pickup would not be repaired.  After some thought, Donn Dupper would like the Council to rescind that motion and reconsider repairing the damage on the City Pickup.  Becker made a motion, seconded by Afdahl to rescind the motion at the March 4, 2008 meeting and have the City Pickup repaired at Kenny’s Auto Body with the estimate of $569.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.

DSL Agreement:

Golden West Internet Solutions sent up an updated agreement with higher e-mail quota at the same price.  Becker made a motion, seconded by Inghram to approve the agreement. Four - yes votes.  Afdahl abstained.  Motion carried.

Dumpground Fence:

Mayor Haines stated that Jim Sheridan took him out to the landfill to look at the fence situation.  There needs to be some corners and another gate, what would the Council like to do about this.  There hasn’t been anything done with most of the fence in a long time.  Becker made a motion, seconded by Inghram to approve the City guys installing a gate and also some corners.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.

Approve Carmen Fees as EMT:

Inghram made a motion, seconded by Rasmussen to approve Carmen Fees as an EMT-B.  Motion carried.

Approve Pandemic Operations Guide:

Becker made a motion, seconded by Afdahl to accept the Pandemic Operations Guide.  Motion carried.
