Resolution No.11-16-04-02

RESOLUTION OF THE CITY OF FAITH, SD

APPROVING TRANSFER OF FRANCHISE


WHEREAS, the City of Faith, SD  (the “City”) previously passed and adopted Ordinance No. 206 (the “Franchise”), which Franchise grants to Midcontinent Communications (“Midcontinent”) (as successor to Midcontinent Cable Systems Co. of SD, the original party named in the Franchise), and its permitted successors and assigns, the right to erect, own, operate and maintain a cable television system in the City; and


WHEREAS, the Franchise was extended through April 1, 2006, by Ordinance No. 277; and 

WHEREAS, Midcontinent and West River Cable Television, Inc. (“West River”) have entered into an Asset Purchase Agreement dated August 13, 2004 (the”Agreement”) whereby West River is acquiring all or substantially all of Midcontinent’s assets used in the operation of its cable television system in the City; and


WHEREAS, pursuant to the Agreement, on the closing date, Midcontinent will transfer and assign the Franchise to West River, and West River will assume all obligations arising from the Franchise, after the closing date; and


WHEREAS, Midcontinent has requested in writing that the City consent to the transfer of the Franchise to West River,


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY AS FOLLOWS:

That subject to West River and Midcontinent closing the underlying sale of Midcontinent’s cable television system in the City, the City hereby consents to the assignment and transfer of the Franchise from Midcontinent to West River.  Nothing in this Resolution constitutes any waiver of any rights by the City to approve any subsequent transfer, assignment or sale of the Franchise.

Seconded by Stocklin.  Motion carried.

MATTERS DISCUSSED:

Cheyenne Faith Center Bid Review:

Council discussed options on the construction of the Cheyenne Faith Center with respect to the bids that were taken on October 28, 2004.  The grants from DOT and Governor’s Office of Economic development will allow for changes in the design as long as the functionality of the building is kept as stated in the grant proposals.  Discussion was held on the fire hall portion with regards to building it with precast concrete versus metal.  Mayor Haines would like to see the bids rejected and possibly constructing an alternative building which may result in redesigning the building.  Currently the City has expended about $105,000 for design, grant, and soil testing. 

Walker made motion, seconded by Selby to reject all bids for the Cheyenne Faith Center.  Motion carried.

Ayres phoned Scott Norberg with regards to costs with redesigning the building and asked his opinion on the project.  He suggested that the Council consider rebidding the project entirely with the fire hall portion being metal instead of precast concrete.  The bids would be all inclusive instead of two separate bids for the precast and general construction.  There would be no additional costs besides reprinting spec books and designs.  Mayor Haines explained that he would like to see the project rebid with the fire hall portion as a metal building.  Walker made motion, seconded by Clark to explore rebidding the building with the fire hall portion changed to a metal structure.  Motion carried.

Operating Agreements:

Murray made motion, seconded by Clark to approve on-sale operating agreements with Chances R and the VFW with adding $100.00 fee into the VFW agreement.  Motion carried.

Arrears List:

Council reviewed the arrears list. 

Executive Session – Personnel:

Stocklin made motion, seconded by Clark to retire to executive session at 8:43 P.M. to discuss personnel.  Motion carried.

Mayor Haines proclaimed Council out of executive session at 8:49 P.M.

Committee Reports:

Police:  Stocklin informed that Mickey McGinnis has gone out only once since Chief Frankfurth has gone on Ambulance Runs when he is on call.  Council would need to decide if Officer McGinnis should get a wage increase for this time.  Stocklin also explained that the City is covered for law enforcement whenever Chief Frankfurth has gone on ambulance runs.

Bar:  Murray informed that the Bar Committee met.  Lottery machines need to be moved and the card table will be put back in as long as no money is exchanged during card playing.  Stocklin inquired about having someone certified for food service.  Murray explained that since he is food safe certified then the City should be covered.  But he will make sure of this.

Fairgrounds:  Inghram informed that she had met with Eric Bogue with regards to leasing the fairgrounds.  There are two options.  One is to bid out the lease.  The other option is to have a quasi employment contract drawn up between the City of Faith and Arlen Hulm.  Walker explained that since it is City Property the City should not give it to one person.  It should be bid out.  Stocklin explained that the fee for contracting the fairgrounds out would be maintaining the premise.  He suggested that this is similar to the arrangement when haying is bid out.  Inghram relayed that the Council needs to decide and Mr. Bogue would draw up a contract if necessary.  Topic will be on the next agenda.

Community Center:  Selby asked about the number of keys out to the building since doors have been left unlocked.  Mayor Haines suggested that the janitor come up and check the building every night.  Murray suggested that the contract with the school be changed so that their janitor takes care of all the custodial work in regards to school functions since all the upkeep is due to these functions.

Stocklin made motion, seconded by Clark to adjourn.  Motion carried.
