Ambulance- Diffibulator:

Cory Borg has been talking with Brandon Ambulance Service about a used diffibulator.  A new diffibulator would cost $20,000 and this one would be $1,500.  Afdahl made a motion, seconded by Collins to approve the purchase of the diffibulator for $1,500.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.
Sue Items:

Some signage and more television advertising was brought to the Council.  Council chose not to do anything else right now.  
Ice House Restoration:

Inghram made a motion, seconded by Fisher to approve to go ahead with the restoration project.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.

Printer Purchase – Finance Office:
