RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING REFUNDING AND

APPROVING AMENDMENT OF LEASE AND PURCHASE OPTION AGREEMENT

WHEREAS, the City of Faith (the “City”) entered into a Lease and Purchase Option Agreement dated April 29, 2003 (the “Lease Obligation”) with Wells Fargo Brokerage Services, LLC nka Wells Fargo Securities, LLC (the “Lessor”) for the lease and optional purchase of the Faith  Community Center; and 

WHEREAS, pursuant to the provisions of Sections 6-8B-30 though 6-8B-50, the City may refund said Lease Obligation for the purpose of reducing debt service costs and reorganizing its indebtedness; and

WHEREAS, the Common Council hereby determines that it is necessary, desirable and in the best interests of the City refund or modify the terms of the Lease with the Lessor. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Common Council of the Faith as follows: 

Section 1. Declaration of Necessity and Approval of Terms. The City Common Council does hereby finds and determines, pursuant to the Constitution and laws of the State of South Dakota, that the amending of the Lease and Ground Lease are essential, necessary, convenient and in furtherance of the City’s  purposes and in the best interests of the inhabitants of the City.  The City Common Council does hereby authorize and approve the amendment of the Lease setting forth a term not to exceed 10 years with the interest component of the Lease payments not to exceed 5% and the amendment of the Ground Lease term of not to exceed 20 years.  The Mayor and Finance Officer are authorized to approve all other terms required by Lessor. 

Section 2. Approval and Execution of amendments to the Lease and Ground Lease. The amendment to the Lease in all respects approved, authorized and confirmed, and the Mayor and the Finance Officer are authorized and directed to execute and deliver the amended Lease for and on behalf of the City.   The amendment to the Ground Lease in all respects approved, authorized and confirmed, and the Mayor and the Finance Officer are authorized and directed to execute and deliver the amended Lease for and on behalf of the City

Section 3. Execution of Documents. The Mayor and Finance Officer, and other appropriate officers or agents of the City, are hereby authorized to execute and deliver for and on behalf of the City any and all additional certificates, documents, instruments and other papers and to perform all other acts that they may deem necessary or appropriate, in order to implement and carry out the transactions and other matters authorized by this resolution. 

 Section 4. Qualified Tax-Exempt Obligations. The City hereby designates the amended Lease and the obligation to pay Base Rentals pursuant to the Lease to be a "qualified tax-exempt obligation" pursuant to Section 265(b) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended. 

Section 5.  Full Compliance.  The Lease and Ground Lease are issued pursuant to and in full compliance with SDCL 6-8B-30 to 6-8B-52 and are incontestable for any cause whatsoever after their delivery for value. 

Section 6.  Bond Counsel.  The City authorizes the retention of Meierhenry Sargent LLP to act as bond counsel for the Lease. 

Section 7. Conflicting Resolutions. All prior rules, orders and resolutions, or parts thereof, inconsistent with this resolution or with any of the documents hereby approved, are hereby repealed only to the extent of such inconsistency.
