OTHER MATTERS DISCUSSED:

EMT Members:

Shawn Peterson informed the Council that three members, Jen Medrud, Arlen Frankfurth and herself, would be taking an EMT-I course this month.  There will be nine class sessions of which three will be in Faith, Dupree, and Enning.  Jim Brooks and Nellie Isaacs would be the instructors of the course.  The test date would be May 2nd with a second chance to pass on July 12th.  If they pass the test, each of them would be able to administer cardiac drugs and operate the life pak 10.  The members asked the Council about reimbursement for the class and testing along with wages after they are certified.  Cost for the test and classes would be about $200.00 each.  Clifton made motion, seconded by Stocklin to reimburse for the class and testing upon the members passing the test.  Motion carried.

The issue regarding wages was tabled and sent to the ambulance committee.

Election Clerks:

Severyn made motion, seconded by Lightfield to approve LuAnn Jordan, Lou Ann Steen, and Virginia Gerbracht as election clerks for the April 8, 2003 election.  Motion carried.

Garbage Hauling Contract:


Mayor Haines tabled the issue until the Council was able to talk with the City Attorney.  

The issue will be addressed at the next meeting.

Arrears List:


Council reviewed and discussed the Arrears List.

Building Project Update:


Dave Lutz addressed the Council concerning the property where the building will be 

located.  The property needs to be renamed in order to the secure the lease purchase.  The 

new lot would add 20 feet to the right of way of main street, include 20 feet to the North 

of the building and 5 feet to the East of the Building.  The lot would be called Lot 1 of 

Lot A of Outlot H.  Inghram made motion, seconded by Clifton to approve subdividing the building property as Mr. Lutz explained.  Motion carried.

Scott Norberg addressed the Council regarding the timeline for the building project.  Mr. Norberg presented two scenarios.  

The first scenario did not include utilizing the grant from the Governor’s Office of Economic Development.  The first scenario timeline includes advertising for bids on March 26th, construction commencement on May 15th, and construction completion in November.  Discussion was held on the benefits of scenario #1 which included a favorable bidding environment, low interest rates, not having to adhere to the wage rates set forth by the Davis Bacon Act, and project completion within the year.

The second scenario would have the project wait for the grant funds from the Governor’s Office of Economic Development.  This timeline was presented as follows:  advertise for bids on June 4th, construction commencement on August 10th, and construction completion in March 2004.  Discussion was held on costs of waiting to receive the grant which included paying higher wages according to the Davis Bacon Act, the possibility of bids coming in higher, the possibility of interest rates increasing with the start of the war, and losing commitments such as holding district tournaments in February of 2004.  Terry Mayer, Superintendent of Faith Schools, informed about the historical trends in stock market and interest rates with rates always increasing after every war.  Clifton would prefer not to make any decision based on the war.  

Mr. Norberg relayed that the number of CDBG grants awarded this year which is about 42 versus a normal year of 6 or 7, and the requirements of the grants which include public hearings, state agency review and comment period, and obtaining environmental clearance are what delays the project.  Upon being questioned about what he thought bids would come back at if the project were to be out bid now, Mr. Norberg estimated at $1.121 million plus or minus 10%.

Inghram made motion, seconded by Stocklin to approve going with Scenario One and to begin the bid process.  Mayor Haines called for a roll call vote.  Inghram – yes.  Stocklin – yes, Murray – yes.  Severyn – yes.  Clifton – no.  Lightfield – yes.  Motion carried.

Mr. Norberg said that the project plans will be out on March 24th, with advertisement for bids on March 26th   Bids will be taken on April 29th at 4:00 P.M.  The pre-cast concrete may be taken earlier and may be awarded at the last meeting in April.

Committee Reports:

Park:  Clifton asked Mr. Dupper about supplying water to the flowerbed at the park.  Mr. Dupper indicated that it is possible since there is a pit close to it.  He will look into putting a faucet there.  

Durkee Lake:  Mayor Haines will be negotiating with a property owner to exchange some land.  Maps were reviewed to see what property the City owns.

Cemetery:  Inghram informed that about 200 trees are to be ordered through Stocklin for the cemetery.  Hopefully, three rows can be planted on the east side in early May.

Stocklin made motion, seconded by Inghram to adjourn.  Motion carried.
