A RESOLUTION TO REDISTRICT THE CITY OF FAITH PURSUANT TO THE 2010 CENSUS

WHEREAS the City Council of Faith, South Dakota, has determined that it is in the best interests of the City of Faith to change the boundaries of the three (3) municipal wards as necessary in order that each ward shall be as regular and compact in form as practicable and so that each ward may contain as near as possible an equal number of residents as determined by the last preceding federal census;

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the City of Faith’s municipal wards be changed and that the reapportioned wards and boundaries shall be as follows:

A.  First Ward:
The First Ward shall be the area of the City described as beginning at the intersection of First Avenue West and Second Street West, then proceeding South on First Avenue West to Fifth Street West, then proceeding East on Fifth Street West to Main Street, then South in Main Street to the City Limits, then following City Limits East until reaching First Street (ada US Hwy 212), then proceeding West on First Street to Second Avenue East, then proceeding South to Second Street East, then proceeding West to point of beginning.

B.  Second Ward:
The Second Ward shall be the area of the City described as beginning at the intersection of Second Street West and Fifth Avenue West, then proceeding South to the City Limits, then following the City Limits West until reaching the Southwest corner of Outlot J to the City of Faith, then proceeding West on First Street to Second Avenue East, then proceeding South to Second Street East, then proceeding West to the point of beginning.

C.  Third Ward:
The Third Ward shall be the area of the City described as beginning at the intersection of Fifth Avenue West and Second Street West, then proceeding East on Second Street West to First Avenue West, then proceeding South on First Avenue West to Fifth Street West, then proceeding East to Main Street, then proceeding South to the City Limits, then following the City Limits West until reaching the Fifth Avenue West, then proceeding North to the point of beginning.
