Karri Hanson, on behalf of the Faith Freshmen class asked the Council if they would approve the use of the gym for Post Prom and waive the fee.  This event will be held April 2, 2016 and they won’t need an extra day to set up. They also asked if the Council would be willing to give a donation to Post Prom in the amount of $500 which is usually given.  Berndt made a motion, seconded by Collins to approve the use of the gym and waiving the fee and to donate the $500.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.

Senior Class – Baccalaureate:
Teagan Engel, on behalf of the Senior Class wanted to know if it would be possible to use the gym for Baccalaureate since this is not a school function and to ask for an exemption on the fee. Graduation is May 14th, 2016 and they would like to start setting up May 11th . The Council has previous stated that there is no discrimination to religions on City Property, that all religions are invited. Engel also asked if they could use the stage knowing they will have to rent it since the City has to install and remove the stage.  Chapman made a motion, seconded by Collins to approve the exemption to waive the fee of the gym for the Senior Class for Baccalaureate but not to waive the fee for the use of the stage.
