Mayor Haines allowed those for or against to speak.  Colt Haines spoke in favor of the license for Stock Show.  Berndt made a motion, seconded by Lightfield to approve the Temporary Malt Beverage License at the fairgrounds.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.

7:30 P.M. – Temporary Malt Beverage Hearing & Special Event Alcohol License:

Faith Stock Show had submitted an application for a temporary malt beverage license and special event alcohol license for August 8-10, 2014 for Main Street, Between 1st and 2nd Streets where the tent will be located.

Mayor Haines allowed those for or against to speak.  Colt Haines spoke in favor of the licenses for the Stock Show.  Inghram asked if the wristbands will be used again and Colt said they would.  Lightfield made a motion, seconded by Hellekson to approve the temporary malt beverage license and special event alcohol license at the tent.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.

Brosz Engineering – Sewer Study:
Chancey Shrake explained the sewer study that was done recently.  There are some manholes that need attention in the next year to eighteen months and about forty more that will need attention soon.  There is a company that can line and paint the insides of the manholes to give them about a twenty five more years.  Sewer pipe liner is another suggestion which can be done in sections to spread out the cost.  If needing a grant, the sewer rates need to be at least $23 a month and that is just to get looked at.  If needing a loan from DENR, you would have to be at $38 to $40 a month and the City rates are currently at $11.00.  Mayor Haines referred the information to the utilities committee to do some discussing and bring back to the Council what kind of rate increase to start with and what options to start doing right away on the suggested items.
Executive Session – Personnel:

Tree Grant:

Hellekson made a motion, seconded by Berndt to do the Modern Woodman grant for trees at $1,000.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.
Lease at Landfill:

After some discussion of letting the land at the landfill rest a year, Riley made a motion to bid out the lease of the landfill.  Due to lack of second.  Motion failed.
Approve 2013 Financials:

Hellekson made a motion, seconded by Lightfield to table approving the 2013 financials until the April 1st meeting.  Motion carried.

Approve Use of Gym – Library:

Hellekson made a motion, seconded by Berndt to allow the Library to use the gym on June 23rd for the Zinghoppers, a PBS Celebrated Entertainment Group for Children, as a part of the Faith Library Summer Reading Program.  Motion carried.

Approve Pressure Switch Purchase:
Dakota Pump Inc. submitted a quote for the pressure switch and labor at $829.00.  Lightfield made a motion, seconded by Hellekson to accept the quote.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.  

Ambulance:
EMT’s are needed for the ambulance, as there has been not many taking call due to other commitments.  Berndt made a motion, seconded by Lightfield to approve Harold Tiger as an EMT –I from Eagle Butte to take call when he can.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.

Nuisance Properties:

Council is suppose to bring back a list of properties that have automobiles as a nuisance that needs action taken.

Approval of Trike for Post Prom:

Lightfield made a motion, seconded by Harper to not allow the Trike as they weren’t sure if it would mark up or hurt the floor.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.

Building Permit:

Shandee Gillin submitted a building permit to replace with new windows in her house on Lot 17R, Block 9.  Lightfield made a motion, seconded by Hellekson to approve the building permit.  Motion carried.
Hellekson made a motion, seconded by Lightfield to adjourn.  Motion carried.
