· Dana Keffeler offered her apartment for someone that would be taking call that doesn’t live in town.

· Look into possible grant for Defibulator.

· Possible trade off with some members from Enning Ambulance.

SD Ambulance Association was thanked for their help.  Brian Hambek stated a computer was going to be given to the ambulance service.
