The February revenues were $331,783.03 and the February expenditures were $231,939.25.

Senior Class – Baccalaureate:
Kailyn Groves, on behalf of the Senior Class asked for the use of the gym and council room for Baccalaureate since it is not a school function and for an exemption on the fee.  Graduation is May 12, 2018.  The Council has previously stated that there is no discrimination to religions on City Property, that all religions are invited.  Groves also asked if they could use the stage knowing they will have to rent it at $100 since the City has to install and remove the stage.  Hellekson made a motion, seconded by Kelly to approve the exemption to waive the fee of the gym and Council Room for the Senior Class for Baccalaureate and allow the rental of the stage.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.

Bushong – Sewer:
Bill Bushong approached the council about the sewer problems they have been having and found out that it was caused from the water line that was installed many years ago and the sewer was cut and then spliced with a rubber (Fernco) coupler section of 4” pipe on both ends.  It settled making one pipe lower than the other pipe, so the flow slowed down.  Mayor Haines asked over the years how much damage do you have in your house and Tanya Bushong stated the carpet has been replaced, paneling has been replaced and many times a roto rooter has been called.  There have been problems with the sewer ever since they moved in and the prior owners had problems also.  Council asked what Bushong’s would like to happen and they stated they would forego the cost of pipe but would ask for the digging at $408, Camera use of $306 and repair of the street.  Riley made a motion, seconded by Chapman to approve the $714 expense and the street repair.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.
